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Conditional acceptance

- Send certified (attested) hard copies of your degree certificate and transcript of records

(and translations by an official translator if documents are not in English)

- If you have graduated already: send documents as soon as possible

- If you applied with an incomplete degree: at the latest by 8 August

- If you use courier services, use the visiting address:

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After the conditional acceptance is removed: Enrol as 
attending for academic year 2024-2025

• You can not enrol before the conditions have been met (graduating, submitting the hard 

copies of educational documents)

• Enrol for the academic year 2024-2025 by 31 July if possible (at the latest by 30 

August)

- Log in to MyStudyinfo and Oili service and enroll as attending

- Pay the Aalto University Student Union (AYY) fee 65 euros/academic year 

- Enrolling as attending is a precondition for using any Aalto services, getting a student number, and 
registering for courses

• After enrolment, you can activate your Aalto IT credentials (At the earliest in July (you will 

receive an activation email)
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Residence permits (non-EU citizens only)

• Submit your residence permit application asap if not yet done
- Book an appointment for identification
- Processing of your application starts once you have identified yourself
- Processing takes 2-3 months, permit needs to be valid when you arrive to Finland

• Inform planning officer Emma Tuomola, if not yet done, that you have submitted your 
residence permit application
- Let us know in which Embassy (country, city) and when you’ll have the appointment 

for identification
- If your appointment for identification is delayed, save the emails (Embassy services 

closed etc.) and contact us

• Send us (by email) a scanned copy of your residence permit card once you have it (both 
sides). You can use secure mail Deltagon. Instructions provided in the slides of first 
meeting.
