POLLS AND NATIONAL AWARDS
¢ Ten different ACC teams have been ranked this year,
including seven that have made appearances in the top 10.
* Seven different ACC teams are ranked this week in the
NCBWA Pall.
* The ACC closed the regular season with 249 wins (249-98,
.718) against nonconference opposition.
¢ Six ACC players were named semifinalists for the 2017
Dick Howser Trophy, the most from any conference.
 Fourteen ACC players were named All-Americans by Col-
legiate Baseball, the most from any conference. The league’s
seven on the First Team is more than twice as many as from
any other conference. In addition, six league players were
named Freshman All-Americans by the publication.
e Louisville’s Brendan McKay was named the Baseball
America College Player of the Year, the eighth different ACC
player to win the award since 1990.

¢ FSU’s 55th all-time appearances is the second most
nationally.
