The Ministry of Angels

1. Angels continuously worship and praise
the God they serve.

(Hebrews 1:14)?”

The name Jesus inherited is “SON.”

Jesus has always been God the Son, but due to his
resurrection, his sonship is revealed.
Romans 1:4

“was declared to be the Son of God in power
according to the Spirit of holiness by his
resurrection from the dead, Jesus Christ our Lord,”

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Jesus i1s More Superior

4. Jesus is superior in time (He is eternal).

7 Of the angels he says, “He makes his angels winds,
and his ministers a flame of fire.” 8 But of the Son he
says, “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever, the
scepter of uprightness is the scepter of your
kingdom.”

5. Jesus 1s superior in pleasing the Father.

9 You have loved righteousness and hated wickedness;
therefore God, your God, has anointed you with the oil
of gladness beyond your companions.”

6. Jesus is superior in perfection (Immutability).

10 And, “You, Lord, laid the foundation of the
earth in the beginning, and the heavens are the
work of your hands; 11 they will perish, but you
remain; they will all wear out like a garment, 12
like a robe you will roll them up, like a garment
they will be changed. But you are the same, and
your years will have no end.”
