Romans 8:35-37 - “35 Who shall separate us from
the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress,
or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or
danger, or sword? 36 As it is written, “For your
sake we are being killed all the day long; we are
regarded as sheep to be slaughtered.” 37 No, in
all these things we are more than conquerors
through him who loved us.”

In Christ we are victorious over all that is evil
[saiah 41:10-13 - Fear not, for I am with you; be not
dismayed, for I am your God; I will strengthen you, I
will help you, I will uphold you with my righteous right
hand. Behold, all who are incensed against you shall be
put to shame and confounded; those who strive against
you shall be as nothing and shall perish. You shall seek
those who contend with you, but you shall not find
them; those who war against you shall be as nothing at
all. For I, the Lord your God, hold your right hand; it is I
who say to you, “Fear not, [ am the one who helps you.”
