The Sheldon City Council met in regular session on Wednesday, May 16, 2018 at 4:30 p.m.  Mayor Katricia Meendering called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  Present:  Pete Hamill, Shawn Broesder, Brad Hindt, Greg Geels arriving at 4:33 p.m., Tom Eggers.  Also present:  Sean Hutchison, Micah Schreurs, Todd Uhl, Lyle Bolkema,  Curt Strouth, and Angela Beckman.

A motion was made by Hamill and seconded by Broesder to approve the agenda removing item #5, stating that Kiana Johnson was not able to attend this meeting and will give her presentation on May 23, 2018 at the special Council meeting. Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.

Public Comments:  None.

A motion was made by Hindt and seconded by Eggers to approve the consent agenda with the following items:
a. Minutes of May 2, 2018, boards & commissions.
b. Summary list of claims, boards & commissions.
c. Financial reports from April, 2018.
d. Approval of liquor license renewal for Fareway Stores, Inc.
e. Approval of beer permit renewal for Casey’s General Store #3044.
f. Approval of changing the Council meeting time from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 noon for the first Council meetings in June, July, and August.
Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.
Mayor Meendering opened the public hearing on the sale of lots 5, 6, and 7 in Trilogy Addition at 4:34 p.m.  There were no oral or written comments.  A motion was made by Hamill and seconded by Eggers to close the hearing at 4:34 p.m.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Hamill and seconded by Broesder to approve Resolution R18-4415 A RESOLUTION PROPOSING DISPOSAL OF AN INTEREST IN REAL ESTATE OWNED BY THE CITY OF SHELDON, IOWA, BY SALE for lots five, six, and seven of block two of the replat of lots thirteen thru twenty-five, Trilogy Village and Outlot A & B of the replat of lots one thru twelve, Trilogy Village for a total of $50,000.00.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.  

Hutchison stated that Scott Stevenson, DA Davidson was on his way and asked Council to wait to consider the Resolution on the Sewer Revenue Loan Notes until Mr. Stevenson arrived.

A motion was made by Geels and seconded by Hamill to suspend the rules in the reading of an Ordinance and pass Ordinance O18-3234 AN ORDINANCE TO RE-ZONE CERTAIN PROPERTY IN SUBJECT TO THE SHELDON, IOWA ZONING ORDINANCE to re-zone Rustic Ridge Addition to Suburban Residential (SR) and to re-zone Sheldon Crossroads North Business Park to Arterial Commercial (AC), noting that this area is still in the platting process.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Eggers and seconded by Broesder to set June 6, 2018 at 12:00 Noon for a public hearing to rezone 1202 S 3rd Avenue.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Broesder and seconded by Hamill to set June 6, 2018 at 12:00 Noon for a public hearing to rezone 1302 and 1304 S 3rd Avenue.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

Strouth stated that the Council has already approved a TIF application from Sudbeck Trucking for their expansion and these are the accompanying documents.  A motion was made by Geels and seconded by Eggers to approve the Minimum Assessment with Sudbeck Trucking in the amount of $650,000.00.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Hamill and seconded by HIndt to approve the Contract for Development and the Memorandum of Contract for Development with Sudbeck Trucking.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Geels and seconded by Eggers to enter into closed session at 4:44 p.m. per Iowa Code 21.9 Employment conditions discussed.  

Council came out of closed session at 5:01 p.m.  No action was taken.

The Council returned to item #6 to consider the Resolution on the Sewer Revenue Loan Notes.  Scott Stevenson, DA Davidson was to answer any questions that the Council has.  Stevenson stated the Bonds have been purchased, the average interest rate turned out to be 4%.  A motion was made by Hindt and seconded by Hamill to approve Resolution R18-4416 A RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE ACCEPTANCE OF A PROPOSAL TO PURCHASE $7,840,000 SEWER REVENUE CAPITAL LOAN NOTES, SERIES 2018.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

Staff Comments:  Uhl stated that the work in Floyd Industrial Park has been slowed up due to the extremely wet conditions, and the same goes for the Wastewater Treatment Plant. He also reminded people that it is illegal to pump water from your sump pump into the sanitary sewer.

Council Comments:  Hindt thanked the Police Department, Mayor Meendering echoed that.  Eggers asked for clarification on the special meeting on May 23, 2018.  Mayor Meendering stated it would be a budget amendment hearing and presentation by Kiana Johnson.  Geels stated that the School has accepted the City’s softball challenge, he will work with Keisha Hickman to set a date.
