Sheldon, Iowa					City Council			July 17, 2019

The Sheldon City Council met in regular session on Wednesday, July 17, 2019 at 4:30 p.m.  Mayor Greg Geels called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  Present:  Brad Hindt, Shawn Broesder, Wayne Barahona and by phone, Tom Eggers, and Pete Hamill.  Also present:  Todd Uhl, Lyle Bolkema, Curt Strouth, Sam Kooiker, Angela Beckman and Micah Schreurs by phone.

A motion was made by Hindt and seconded by Broesder to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

Mayor Geels administered the Police Officer Oath of Office to Eric Meinecke.

Public comments:  Kiana Johnson of O’Brien County Economic Development gave the annual update.

A motion was made by Barahona and seconded by Hindt to approve the consent agenda with the following items:
a. Minutes of July 2, 2019 amending that Josh Kraayenbrink was appointed to the Airport Commission and there was not an appointment to the Board of Adjustment, and the boards & commissions.
b. Summary list of city claims, with additional as presented, boards & commissions.
c. [bookmark: _Hlk10011908][bookmark: _Hlk10036917][bookmark: _Hlk10040596]Approval of the June financial reports.
d. Approval of the liquor license renewal for Crossroads Pavilion.
e. Approval of the Village Northwest fireworks agreement for 2021-2023.
f. Approval of pay estimate #14 for the Wastewater Treatment facility project in the amount of $419,166.96 to Hoogendoorn Construction.
Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Broesder and seconded by Barahona to approve the Mayor’s appointments: Caleb Schreurs to the Library Board and Lori Anderson to the Park Board.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

Kooiker reviewed the request for proposal for banking services that were received from the 4 local banks.  He stated that IPAIT ran different scenarios to find the best options.  Barahona asked Kooiker and Beckman what a change like this would involve for staff.  Beckman stated that it would be a big undertaking trying to get all the ach and electronic payments and expenses changed.  Hindt stated that he spoke with Beckman and after realizing the number of hours that a change like this could take, there may not be a savings.  Hindt stated that he was more comfortable with the fixed 5-year rate of 2.25% from Northwestern Bank.  He continued that we don’t know what will happen in the future.  Kooiker stated that a decision didn’t have to be made today.  After discussion, a motion was made by Barahona and seconded by Hindt to approve Resolution R19-4459 A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE PLACE OF DEPOSIT OF FUNDS AND PRESCRIBING THE MAXIMUM WITH NORTHWESTERN BANK, SHELDON, IOWA WITH A FIXED 5 YEAR RATE OF 2.25%.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Preston DeBoer from American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees (AFSCME) was present to propose the merging of the police and public works unions.  He stated that because the 2 contracts are so very similar, that it makes sense to combine them.  He extended the employee’s gratitude to the Council for their decision not to increase the insurance contributions.  He stated that a petition gets filed with PERB and if the Council decided to agree to the stipulation, it could be streamline.  However, if Council doesn’t agree to the stipulation, the petition will be filed with PERB and there will be a hearing where the City will need representation stating why they oppose the combining of the 2 unions.  Mayor Geels asked if the union employees are in support of combining, and DeBoer said yes.  Hindt stated that he didn’t feel it was a Council thing and wants to stay neutral. He stated that he is not objecting it but not in support of it.  Barahona suggested that we continue this discussion on August 7, 2019 when the City Attorney can be here.  Mayor Geels stated that this will be tabled until the August 7, 2019 meeting.

Staff comments:  Uhl stated that as of today 30% of the City wastewater flow is going through the new plant.  Hopefully within a week or so 100% will be going through the new plant.

Council & Mayor comments:  Barahona asked about the sewer problem on 11th Street.  Uhl stated that Rehab Systems did camera the line and was going to do some root cutting and then will camera again to compare before and after pictures.

A motion was made by Hindt and seconded by Broesder to adjourn at 5:41 p.m.  Roll call was taken.  Ayes: all.  Motion carried.
