Accelerated Reading 

Tá scéim nua léitheoireachta  á thosnú i rang Múinteoir Linda agus Múinteoir Neasa darbh ainm Accelerated Reading. Is é 

príomh aidhm an scéim nua seo ná léitheoireacht neamhspleach a mhuscailt agus cothú i measc na bpáistí. 

 
A new reading initiative is being introduced in Rang Múinteoir Linda and Múinteoir Neasa called Accelerated Reading.  Accel-
erated Reading is a computerised motivational tool used in order to motivate the children to read independently.  Each child 
will undertake a reading assessment to determine their reading level at the beginning of the programme.  The children select 
a book within their level to read. Within 24 hours of reading the book the children are encouraged to do a quiz online to 
check for understanding.  
 
The children must get at least 60% in a quiz to have passed the quiz. The system will set each child a differentiated point tar-
get to reach. They gain points by passing quizzes.  There will be three other assessments to monitor their progress.  The 
school is in the process of purchasing additional books of varied interest  to cater for all readers.  E-books are also being pur-
chased.  We hope this will encourage reluctant readers to engage with the programme. 
Please encourage your child to make every effort to read as many physical and online books as possible over the coming 
months.  Chat informally to them about their reading material.  We will reward the children  when they reach their specific 
reading target.  We hope that all children will become WORD MILLIONAIRES throughout the year.
