•    Collection of children - Class teachers should be informed of any changes to arrangements for collecting 
children.

•     Baptism Certificates — If your child was Baptised outside the Parish of Loughguile and you wish your child 
to participate in the Sacrament of First Confession, First Holy Communion or Confirmation, please arrange to 
have a Baptism certificate (issued by the Parish Office in which they were baptised) sent by email to 
loughguile@downandconnor.org or delivered to Fr Mulholland at the parish office by the end of September.  If 
you have already sent your certificate to the Parish office you are not required to do so again.   

• School Absences — Must be reported in writing to your child’s teacher as soon as possible, usually on 
your child’s return to school.  This ensures the correct absence code can be entered to the official at-
tendance register.
