MAKING WALLS WITH RODS TO HELP BUILD QUICK RECALL OF NUMBER:

We will practise the different ways you can make each number within 10 by using rods to build walls for that number.  Below describes how to make the wall of 5 (modelled by parent) and the wall of 6 (made by children.)
· BUILDING WALL OF 5 Parent demonstrates how to make the wall of 5 using rods (see below).  It is important you make the wall as set out in the example below for 5 so children can see the number pattern.  This will make it easier to memorise the number facts.
· RECORDING WALL OF 5 After setting out the wall of 5 with rods parent records wall of 5 (see below.)  Notice the number pattern highlighted below.  Recite the wall for 5 for your child looking at the number pattern. 












· MENTAL MATHS – Start at top and point at each rod in the wall as you say 
5+0=5

4+1=5 

3+2=5 

2+3=5 

1+4=5

0+1=5

Challenge the children to recite the wall of 5 using the wall and number pattern.  After reciting it a few times challenge them to say the wall of 5 without looking at it!
Make the wall of 5 several times TOGETHER to help become familiar with the pattern. Talk about the wall of 5.  Recite it and try to learn it. Notice there are 6 ways to make 5.
CHILD MAKES WALL OF 6 – GUIDED BY PARENT:
Wall of 6. 
Guide child to build Wall of 6 below with rods.  Always start with the rod of the wall you are building –  so for the wall of ‘6’ start with the ‘6’ rod.  See sample script below to model how to prompt your child to lay out wall of 6.

· MENTAL MATHS – Start at top of your wall and point at each rod in the wall as you say

Parent: Tell child to set out 6 rod as they are making wall of 6;





Parent asks ‘what comes before 6’.  


Child says 5 comes before 6 and puts 5 rod below 6 rod.


Parent asks ‘What rod will fit beside 5 to make 6?’  


Child puts 1 rod beside 5 to make 6.  





Parent asks ‘what comes before 5’.  


Child says 4 comes before 5 and puts 4 rod below 5 rod.


Parent asks ‘What rod will fit beside 4 to make 6?’  


Child puts 2 rod beside 4 to make 6.  





Parent asks ‘what comes before 4’.  


Child says 3 comes before 4 and puts 3 rod below 4 rod.


Parent asks ‘What rod will fit beside 3 to make 6?’  


Child puts 3 rod beside 3 to make 6.  





Parent asks ‘what comes before 3’.  


Child says 2 comes before 3 and puts 2 rod below 3 rod.


Parent asks ‘What rod will fit beside 2 to make 6?’  


Child puts 4 rod beside 2 to make 6. 





Parent asks ‘what comes before 2’.  


Child says 1 comes before 2 and puts 1 rod below 2 rod.


Parent asks ‘What rod will fit beside 1 to make 6?’  


Child puts 5 rod beside 1 to make 6.  





Parent asks ‘what comes before 1’.  


Child says 0 comes before 1 and puts no rod below 1 rod.


Parent asks ‘What rod will fit beside 0 to make 6?’  


Child puts 6 rod beside 0 to make 6.
