Healthy Breaks
In St. Brigid’s we operate a Healthy Break policy where we encourage children to take a healthy break each day, consisting of fruit, vegetables or bread based snack (sandwich, crackers etc).  We ask parents to refrain from sending kiwis to school as we have a child present who is allergic to them.
