Aggressive behaviours will not be tolerated.

Please DO NOT SMOKE (including e-cigarettes) in the school building or
school grounds.

In event of a FIRE ALARM, please vacate the building via the nearest
emergency exit. The Assembly Point is in the playground.

Please ensure you do not have any PHYSICAL CONTACT with a child
unless it is part of your professional duties e.g. Nurse or Doctor.

Do not go in to the TOILET AREAS for work purposes if pupils are using
the facilities. Adult visitors must use the designated toilets for staff.
Inform us of any concerns you have about the SAFETY OR WELFARE of
our pupils.
