We would like to keep this until we have an opportunity
to read it to the class, so please don’t send one that your child won’t want to leave in nursery. You can also
include a small toy which your child is attached to and may provide comfort to them as a transitional object
between home and nursery. Please remember all items will stay in nursery.

OUTDOOR PLAY

To make the most of learning experiences outdoors, we ask that parents send in a warm coat, with a hood, a
pair of wellies and a waterproof suit. Please remember to put your child’s name on all items. Outdoor play
clothes can be given to a member of staff in a plastic bag and will be left in nursery for when they are
needed, for play outside. These will be kept in nursery and will only be sent home if they need washed or
replaced.

MORNING ROUTINE

When arriving at nursery on the first morning, please enter via the front door of the nursery building. Goodbyes
should then be had before the child enters their classroom.
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PLEASE REMEMBER

o The wearing of appropriate clothing.

Naming ALL items of uniform and outdoor clothing.

o To provide spare clothes- 2 pairs of trousers, 2 t-shirts, 5 pairs of socks and 5 pairs of
pants. These will be left in a bag on your child’s peg in the indoor cloakroom. Wet soiled
clothes will be sent home in a plastic bag. Please remember to send another change of
spare clothes into nursery the following day.

o Prompt arrival and collection of your child at the beginning and end of the session to
minimise distress.

o To Contact us in event of your child not being able to attend nursery via the Seesaw app

Encourage your child’s independence by allowing him/her to hang up items of clothing.

To complete and return all forms ASAP.

To inform staff of any allergies or medical/dietary needs that your child may have.
