The children will explore this term’s theme ‘Dialogue and encounter’ through their different class topics.

In this branch, pupils will learn how Christians work together with people of different religious convictions and

all people of goodwill ftowards the common good, respecting the dignity of all humanity. They will also

encounter other pathways of belief drawing on the teaching of the Church about intercultural dialogue.

TERM 6 | Y2 THEME: Dialogue and Encounter

Dialogue

By the end of this unit the pupils will have encountered the parable of the Good Samaritan (Lk 10:25-37)
And will understand that the Church teaches that Christians should collaborate in service of humanity.
Pupils will also learn about their local Christian community and specifically about the different ways
Christians work in support their local communities.

Encounter

By the end of this unit of study, pupils will have encountered and be able to recognise the links and simple
connections between some Jewish religious laws, beliefs, acts of worship and life in general. For example,
keeping the Sabbath day holy and understanding how the Sabbath is celebrated in the synagogue and
in Jewish homes. The children will learn to recognise that most Jewish religious words are in Hebrew (the
original language of the Torah and other sacred Jewish/Christian texts). They will also learn about the experiences of
others from different faith communities in their class and the local area.
