Grammar guidance- Did and Done (Tuesday)
LI: I will be able to use ‘did’ and ‘done’ correctly      
Remember ‘done’ always needs the partner verb ‘to have’
	
	Simple past tense
	Present perfect tense

	Statements
	I did
You did
He/she/it did
They did

	I have done
You have done
He/she/it has done
They have done


	Questions
	Did you…?
Did she…?
	Have you done…?
Has he/she/it done…?

	Negative 
	I didn’t do…
She didn’t do…
	I haven’t done…
He hasn’t done…




If unsure of whether to use ‘did’ or ‘done’ the rule is:
If a sentence has any of the following:
· ‘have/haven’t’
· ‘had/hadn’t’
· ‘has/hasn’t’ (which are all collectively known in English grammar as the verb ‘to have’) then use ‘done’.
E.g. I have/haven’t done.../He had/hadn’t done.../She has/hasn’t done/ Have you done...?
If it doesn’t have the verb ‘to have’ then use ‘did’/didn’t
E.g. I did/ He did/ She did/ We didn’t...
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Grammar guidance- Saw and Seen (Thursday)
LI: I will be able to use ‘saw’ and ‘seen’ correctly      
Remember ‘seen’ always needs the partner verb ‘to have’
	
	Simple past tense
	Present perfect tense

	Statements
	I saw
You saw
He/she/it saw
They saw

	I have seen
You have seen
He/she/it has seen
They have seen


	Questions
	
	Have you seen…?
Has he/she/it seen…?

	Negative 
	
	I haven’t seen…
He hasn’t seen…





If unsure of whether to use ‘saw’ or ‘seen’ the rule is:
If a sentence has any of the following: 
· ‘have/haven’t’ 
· ‘had/hadn’t’
·  ‘has/hasn’t’ (which are all collectively known in English grammar as the verb ‘to have’) then use ‘seen’. 
E.g. I have/haven’t seen.../He had/hadn’t seen.../She has/hasn’t seen/ Have you seen...?

If it doesn’t have the verb ‘to have’ then use ‘saw’. 
E.g. I saw/ He saw/ She saw.
