	The Fun Run will go ahead on Thursday 14th May, weather permitting. The council discussed the safety of all children during the event and carefully considered feedback from teachers following last year’s Fun Run.
If the grass area is dry enough:
· Primary 1–3 pupils will complete their run on the grass area.
· Primary 4–7 pupils will run a larger route that includes the grass area and loops around the playgrounds. This route has been chosen to improve safety and avoid using the car park.
If the grass is not dry enough:
The previous route will be used.
· Primary 1–3 pupils will run on the playground, with cones adjusted to create a safer and more suitable route for younger children.
Mrs Doherty will draw up a schedule for council members outlining where they will be positioned during the event. Council members will continue to run with and support their own classes. It was suggested that children could line the route to cheer on runners, helping to create a positive, energetic and supportive atmosphere for the event.
