SCHOOL DINNERS
The Department of Education has changed its guidance in relation to school meals; these will now NOT be available during Induction Week, 24-28 August. Therefore, please send a healthy snack and packed lunch (ideas for these on website under PARENTS – LETTERS) every day for P7 pupils and on your child’s Induction Day for pupils P1-6. Packed lunches will be eaten in your child’s own classroom. Once school dinners recommence from 1 September, these will be eaten in the canteen as usual with four children to a table, rather than eight as was the case previously. And, if the sun is shining, some children will even be able to eat at the picnic benches outside!

BEHAVIOUR

PUPILS: As I have said in a previous Update letter, it would be very much appreciated if you would speak to your child before the return to school about the importance of good behaviour at all times throughout the school day. Teachers and assistants are busy planning activities to make the transition back to in-school education as smooth and enjoyable as possible. They will strive to quickly allay any anxiety your child may be feeling. Inappropriate or unacceptable behaviour from any pupil will interfere with other children’s well being and stress-free return to school as well as putting pupils and staff at risk if health protocols are not followed.

YOURS: You are the best and most influential role model for your child. I ask you to make sure that, at morning drop off and afternoon pick up, you maintain 2 metre social distance between yourself and other adults, spend as little time as possible in the school grounds, and generally show consideration for each other. As adults, we are much more susceptible to contracting the virus from each other than from the children. Your child will see how you act around others and will copy you – for better or worse! The slogan we will be using with our pupils is ‘BE SMART – STAND APART’; this is something you can talk to them about over the next few days.
