Is it an irregular 
plural noun? 

e.g. children       
mice

Put the apostrophe 
after the noun and 

before the ‘s’ 

e.g. The children’s 
coats

Use an apostrophe to show 
where the missing letter(s) 

would be, 

e.g. youare  you’re

Put the apostrophe 
after the noun but 

before the ‘s’ 

e.g. The girl’s ball

whiskers
