School dinners 
School dinners will be provided in the dinner hall. Dinners cost £2.60 per meal and all meals should 
be paid for using our cashless payment system Parent Pay. Any new parents will receive information 
on registering for Parent Pay in the first few days back to school. 
If you think you may be entitled to free school meals (FSM), please register with the Education 
Authority and apply at the link below. Please note that parents whose child/children were in receipt 
of FSM during the 2023/24 school year also need to reapply for these children (as well as any 
additional children) for the 2024/25 school year. Any meals taken before confirmation of 
entitlement to FSM will be subject to a charge of £2.60 per meal. You can apply for FSMs and the 
Education Authority’s uniform grant at the link below:

After Schools Clubs 

To facilitate staff training, After Schools Clubs for all pupils will recommence on Tuesday 10th 
September. They will run Monday- Thursday at a cost of £2 per day. The timetable for After Schools 
activities will be released next week. Children in Rang 2/3 who use the school bus service will be 
supervised from 1:30pm-2:30pm from 1st September- 9th September. From Tuesday, 10th 
September, all children using the afterschool club, including those using the bus service will be 
charged £2 per day.

School Uniform policy 

Please be reminded that all children are expected to wear their full school uniform (school jumper, 

White polo shirt, grey trousers/ skirt and plain black shoes to school every day except on PE days. 

The whole school will have PE every Wednesday. Information on each class’ second PE day will be 

shared with you directly via Seesaw. On these days, children can wear their PlayrFit PE uniform OR 

plain navy tracksuit bottoms, white polo shirt and school jumper (coloured bottoms/ leggings are 

not permitted).
