English:

Reading:
It is so important to keep up a little bit of reading each day.  
Read with your parent, an older brother/sister or on your own.

Remember: 

· Reading a book that your child finds easy is good for building up their fluency. 

· Reading a book with some difficult words is good for problem solving.

· Reading a book that is too difficult is not beneficial. 

· Reader: Read a few pages of your reader/any other book each day.
Chat to your Mam/Dad about the story. Mam & Dad can ask you questions, or you can try asking Mam & Dad questions about the story too! Why not record yourself doing some reading and send to your teacher by email!
· Online reading: If you are finished your assigned reader for home, go to https://home.oxfordowl.co.uk/. Parents can set up an account and then you can browse ebooks for your age and complete activities. 
As we are learning about Rhinos this week, read this story about Ronald the Rhino

· Two little frogs Workbook: Continue with the next unit from your book this week.
· Sounds Scavenger hunt:

Find something in your house that
· begins with ‘d’
· begins with ‘fl’
· ends with ‘p’
· ends with ‘r’
· has ‘i’ in the middle, eg. Bin
· Tricky words
These are the words that we have covered so far this year.
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Games to help practice tricky words:

· Tricky Word Bingo: Draw out a 3x3 grid and pick out 9 words to write in the spaces.

Call out a selection of words from the box and the child crosses out the word once they hear their word called.

· Tricky Word Hunt: pick a tricky word and see where you can find it e.g. in books, newspapers, etc.

· Practice Spelling the words, using the following method:
Look-Say-Cover-Write-Check

Pick a tricky word

Look at and say the word

Cover the tricky word and have a go writing it again

Check to see if it’s right or wrong.

Writing:

· My News: Write a recount of something interesting that happened over the last few days. Use these questions to guide the child. What day is it today? What is the weather like? What did you get up to at the weekend? Afterwards, you can draw a nice picture and colour it in.
· Diary: Continue to write a Diary of what you are doing during these weeks. Just write a few sentences about what you are doing each day. It will be very interesting to read it someday!

· Write about a character: Find a character that you would like to write about. It could be a character from your book or a comic or even a TV show. Write a few sentences about the character-name, age, appearance, likes/dislikes, hobbies.

· Persuasive writing: When writing persuasively you need to convince the reader of your opinion or how you feel about a topic. Let’s look at the topic of rhinos. Having read the facts about rhinos and how endangered they are becoming can you write a piece persuading people to save the rhino or do a poster entitled ‘Save the Rhino’

· Free writing: Write about something you want to write about.

Give the child complete control over what they would like to write about. During this activity, there is no need to focus on the children’s spellings. The important thing is that they write freely about something they are interested in. At the end, get the child to read what they have written back to you. 


Some things your child may be interested in writing about:
· a story

· a postcard

· a note/message for Mam/Dad

· words from your favourite story/song

· make a list

· label a picture
Maths:

Counting:
· Counting forwards in 1’s up to 100.

· Consider starting at different numbers.

· Start at 52 and count forward to 87.

· Start at 10 and count to 55.
· Counting backwards in 1’s from 100.

· Again start at different numbers,

· Start at 50 and count backwards to 22.

· Start at 89 and count backwards to 70.
· Counting in 10’s up to 100.

· Start with different numbers.

· Start at 8, ….. 8, 18, 28, 38

· Start at 13,……… 13, 23, 33, 43, 53
Counting Games:
· Buzz off, Sit down!
Your child might have played this in school with their class and could play it with an adult or an older sibling or even in a group.

Pick a target number to count to.

Now pick another number to start counting from and take turns counting until you reach the chosen number. When you reach the target number, the person who has said that number, gets to turn to the next person and say “Buzz off sit down!” and they’re out of the game.  
Eg. The target number is 43. Everyone in the game/circle takes a turn saying a number until you get to 43.

· Bingo: Split the page into nine boxes. Put a number in each one. Bingo master can call out numbers until one player has got all the numbers and says: Bingo!
· Snap: Good for number recognition and quick thinking.

· Snakes and ladders: Very good for counting and fun for all the family!
Addition:
· Continue to practice your doubles up to 20 eg. 6 + 6 = 12, 8 + 8 = 16.

· Use your doubles to focus on halves eg. What is half of 20? What is half of 6? Here’s a game to practice halves

· Practice your Numbers in Love (numbers facts that make 10)
3 + 7 = 10. 9 + 1 = 10.

· Addition with 10
Try adding 10 to different numbers eg. 10 more than 20? 

Here are some to try

20+10=

50+10=

Now try with any number

33+10=

56+10=

Subtraction:
· Practice subtraction sums within 20.
Remember - Keep the big number in your head, count backwards and use your fingers to help keep track of the number you are taking away.

19 – 3 =
14 – 7 =
12 – 4 =

Word problems
· Ronald ate 5 berries from the ground and 10 berries from the tree. How many berries did he eat altogether?

· Leopard saw 6 monkeys in one tree and 2 monkeys in another tree. How many monkeys did he see altogether?

·  Ronald had 7 muddy spots on his back. The rain washed 2 of them away. How many muddy spots were left?

·  Leopard has 15 spots on her body and another 9 on her tail. How many spots does she have altogether?

·  There were 10 lily pads in the water and 6 of them floated away. How many lily pads were left on top of the water?

·  Ronald wriggled and jiggled for 12 minutes on Monday. On Tuesday, he wriggled and jiggled for 11 minutes. How many minutes did he wriggle and jiggle for altogether?

· There were 30 leaves on the tree. The wind blew 12 of them away. How many leaves were left on the tree?

· Python and Leopard help to clean Ronald’s muddy back. They start cleaning him at 9 a.m. and finish 2 hours later. What time do they finish cleaning his back?

· There were 18 berries growing on the tree. Ronald eats 7 of them. How many berries are left on the tree?

· Python has 20 red diamond shapes on his tummy and 50 diamond shapes on his back. How many diamond shapes can you see on his skin altogether?


Other Maths Activities:
· Practice Telling the time – Can you remember how to tell if it is ‘o’ clock’, or ‘half past’?

· Money:
Set up a shop at home, using some coins up to 20c.
-Work out how much it costs to buy what you would like.
-What coins would you use to make up that amount?
-Have you enough to buy 2 of the oranges/apples etc?
-What change will you get?

SESE:
Rhinos: 

This week we will be focusing on the rhino.
Here are some facts about the rhino

1) Our planet is home to five species of rhinoceros – the black rhino and the white rhino, which live in Africa, and the Sumatran, Javan and Indian (or greater one-horned) rhino, which inhabit the tropical forests and swamps of Asia.

2) These brilliant beasts are known for their awesome, giant horns that grow from their snouts – hence the name “rhinoceros’, meaning “nose horn”. Javan and Indian rhinos have one horn, where as the white, black and Sumatran rhinos have two.

3) These incredible creatures are some of the biggest animals in world! The largest of the five species is the white rhino, which can grow to 1.8m tall and and weigh a massive 2,500kg – that’s the weight of 30 men!

4) Despite their huge size and strength, these bulky beasts don’t prey on other animals for food. They’re herbivores, and instead like to munch on lots of grass and plants at night, dawn and dusk.

5) During the heat of the day, these magnificent mammals can be found sleeping in the shade or wallowing in muddy pools to cool off. They love to get mucky, in fact! Mud protects their skin from the strong sun (like a natural sunblock) and wards off biting bugs, too.

6) For the most part, rhinoceroses are solitary animals and like to avoid each other. But some species, particularly the white rhino, may live in a group, known as a ‘crash’. These crashes are usually made up of a female and her calves, although sometimes adult females (called cows) can be seen together, too.

7) They may rarely hang out with each other, but they spend a lot of time with their feathered friends! Rhinos are often seen with Oxpeckers (or ‘tick birds’) perched on their back, which live off the pesky parasitic insects living in the rhino’s thick skin. The birds’ loud cries also help alert their big buddies of potential danger, too!

8) Because of their huge bodies, strong horns and thick, armour-like skin, rhinos have no natural predators. Nevertheless, these brilliant beasts get frightened easily! When they feel threatened, they’re instinct is to charge directly at whatever has spooked them – whether it be another animal or a harmless object!

9) Sadly, it’s estimated that there are only around 29,000 rhinos left in the wild, compared to 500,000 at the beginning of the 20th century. The main threat to these beautiful animals is illegal hunting, largely because their horns are used in traditional folk medicine, particularly in Asia. Investigate how some objects may be made to float by hollowing them out 

Some suggested activities:
 ( Sort a variety of objects into groups: those that float and those that sink.
 ( Do all heavy things sink?
 ( Do all light things float? 
( How can you make something sink? 
( What forces do we use when we play in the school yard, the public park play ground? (see-saw, swing, slide etc) 
Some suggested investigations: 
( Investigate which items float and sink, investigate the different shapes that will sink and float.
 ( Make a plasticine boat. How many peas, pebbles or marbles can my boat carry? What factors influence the carrying capacity of my boat? 
( How will I make a bridge e.g. using 10 playing cards, masking tape and a book – can I use less cards, can I support more than one book? 
Some suggested designing and making: 
o Different boats and floating vehicles to carry a set load e.g. bag of pebbles o Design a bridge from playing cards that will support a large text book
