English:

Reading:
It is so important to keep up a little bit of reading each day.  
Read with your parent, an older brother/sister or on your own.

Remember: 

· Reading a book that your child finds easy is good for building up their fluency. 

· Reading a book with some difficult words is good for problem solving.

· Reading a book that is too difficult is not beneficial. 

· Reader: Read a few pages of your reader/any other book each day.
Chat to your Mam/Dad about the story. Mam & Dad can ask you questions, or you can try asking Mam & Dad questions about the story too! Why not record yourself doing some reading and send to your teacher by email/seesaw!
· Online reading: If you are finished your assigned reader for home, go to https://home.oxfordowl.co.uk/. Parents can set up an account and then you can browse ebooks for your age and complete activities.

· Two little frogs Workbook: Continue with the next unit from your book this week.
· Sounds Scavenger hunt:

· Tricky words
These are the words that we have covered so far this year.
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Games to help practice tricky words:
· Tricky Word Bingo: Draw out a 3x3 grid and pick out 9 words to write in the spaces.

Call out a selection of words from the box and the child crosses out the word once they hear their word called.
· Tricky Word Hunt: pick a tricky word and see where you can find it e.g. in books, newspapers, etc.
· Practice Spelling the words, using the following method:
Look-Say-Cover-Write-Check

Pick a tricky word

Look at and say the word

Cover the tricky word and have a go writing it again

Check to see if it’s right or wrong.

Writing:

· My News: Write a recount of something interesting that happened over the last few days. Use these questions to guide the child. What day is it today? What is the weather like? What did you get up to at the weekend? Afterwards, you can draw a nice picture and colour it in.
· Diary: Continue to write a Diary of what you are doing during these weeks. Just write a few sentences about what you are doing each day. It will be very interesting to read it someday!

· Write about the character of Stan from the ebook: What was the character like in the beginning of the story and how did he change?

· Write a postcard: Write a postcard from Jay in the story about his adventures with Stan

· Free writing: Write about something you want to write about.

Give the child complete control over what they would like to write about. During this activity, there is no need to focus on the children’s spellings. The important thing is that they write freely about something they are interested in. At the end, get the child to read what they have written back to you.

Counting:
· Counting forwards in 1’s up to 100.

· Consider starting at different numbers.

· Start at 33 and count forward to 52.

· Start at 77 and count backwards to 50.

Counting Games:
· Buzz off, Sit down!
Your child might have played this in school with their class and could play it with an adult or an older sibling or even in a group.

Pick a target number to count to.

Now pick another number to start counting from and take turns counting until you reach the chosen number. When you reach the target number, the person who has said that number, gets to turn to the next person and say “Buzz off sit down!” and they’re out of the game.  
Eg. The target number is 43. Everyone in the game/circle takes a turn saying a number until you get to 43.

· Bingo: Split the page into nine boxes. Put a number in each one. Bingo master can call out numbers until one player has got all the numbers and says: Bingo!
· Snap: Good for number recognition and quick thinking.

· Snakes and ladders: Very good for counting and fun for all the family!

Try adding 10 to different numbers eg. 10 more than 40?

· Practice subtraction sums within 20.
Remember - Keep the big number in your head, count backwards and use your fingers to help keep track of the number you are taking away.

Sharks: 

This week we will be learning about one sea creature, the shark.
Here are some facts about the Great White Shark
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1) Great white sharks can be found throughout the world’s oceans, mostly in cool waters close to the coast.

2) These super swimmers are the largest predatory fish (fish that eat other fish or animals) on our planet. On average, they grow to around 4.6m long, but some great whites have been measured at 6m – that’s half the length of a bus!

3) Great white sharks are grey with a white underbelly, from where they get their name. They have a streamlined shape and powerful tails that propel them through the water at over 60km per hour!

4) Any creature unlucky enough to find itself in the gob of a great white is in for a nasty shock! This is because this marine beast’s mouth is equipped with a set of 300 sharp, triangular teeth arranged in up to seven rows. 

5) Whilst many think of these beasts as fearsome man-eaters, humans aren’t, in fact, on the great white’s menu. Phew! There are around 5-10 attacks a year, but researchers believe that, rather than preying on humans to eat them, the sharks are instead taking a “sample bite” out of curiosity, before swimming off.

6) So what do they eat? Well, when they’re young, they feed on small prey, such as fish and rays. But when they’re older and bigger, they generally feast on sea mammals such as sea lions, seals and small whales.

7) Great white sharks have such a strong sense of smell that they can detect a colony of seals two miles away. And check this out – if there was only one drop of blood in 100 litres of water, a great white would smell it!

8) These cunning creatures like to take their prey by surprise. They usually position themselves underneath their unsuspecting victims before swimming up and…chomp! They often burst out of the water in a leap (called a breach) before falling back in with their meal in their mouths.

9) When a great white gives birth, she usually has two to ten youngsters, called “pups“.

10) Great white sharks are at the top of the food chain and aren’t likely to be killed by other sea creatures. Sadly, however, they are under serious threat by human activity. Illegal hunting of these beautiful beasts, and overfishing, have meant that today great white sharks are a vulnerable species on the IUCN Red List.

Musical Instruments

Try and make a musical instrument at home

Homemade Harmonica
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Harmonicas are fascinating, with their petite size and distinct sound, but how do they work? If you take a look at the inside of a harmonica, you will see that thin strips of brass—all different lengths—vibrate when you breathe into the harp. You can mimic this setup by taping different sized straws together and blowing into the airways. Or, filling  glasses with different amounts of water and lightly dinging the rim of the glass with a spoon.

Whether you dance to the beat or sing along with the percussion, drums are a great guide. You can create drums at home by using everyday items like soup cans, Pringles containers, or even a tabletop! Art:
Newspaper Shark art

What’s needed:
– light blue, dark blue, black and white cardstock paper
– newspaper
– googly eyes
– scissors
– glue
Directions
1. Start by cutting out your shark face shape from your newspaper. The fun part about this craft is how everyone creates a personalised shark by how they cut out their face. You can make it skinny or wide, short or tall, however you choose. Glue your shark face onto your light blue cardstock paper.
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2. Cut out ocean waves from your dark blue cardstock paper (or construction paper) and glue them at the bottom of your light blue paper, underneath your shark face.

3. Cut out a shark mouth and teeth from your black and white cardstock paper. Glue them onto your shark face, together with your googly eyes

Tide Pool Project

What’s needed:
2 paper plates
Clear plastic wrap (cling film)
Water colours (markers or paint)
Drawings or clip art of tide pool creatures
Glue and stapler

​Directions:
1.  Paint/colour the inside of one paper plate blue.

2.  Cut the centre from the other paper plate and paint/colou the left over rim to look like rocks.

3. Glue clear plastic wrap behind the rocks.

4. Glue drawings or clip art of tide pool creatures on the blue plate.

5. Staple/Glue the two plates together around the outside edges.
