Children will complete work in preparation for the Sacrament of Confirmation.   Children will read and explore Bible stories from the Old and New Testaments through discussion, art and drama. 	Thinking Skills and Personal Capabilities
The learning opportunities experienced at St. Patrick’s will help your child to develop social, learning and investigative skills.  These skills will be developed across the curriculum and will include:

· Managing Information – asking, assessing, selecting, recording and interrogating;

· Thinking, Problem Solving and Decision Making – activating learning, deepening understanding, coping with challenges;

· Being Creative - imagining, generating, inventing, taking risks; 

· Working with others – being collaborative, being sensitive to others’ feelings, being fair and responsible;

· Self Management – knowing strengths and weaknesses, setting goals and targets, managing and regulating self.



	Personal Development
Through various class activities children will explore the importance of friendship and relationships.  They will be encouraged to develop tolerance and respect for others.  Pupils will be aware of the importance of a balanced and healthy lifestyle and the means of achieving this.  They will take a proactive approach to their own personal safety, which may include, for example, the Cycling Proficiency Scheme; awareness of Internet safety etc.

	The Arts
Develop children’s techniques and skills through participation in a wide variety of art activities – drawing, painting, printing, working with textiles, making 3D structures, and exploring the work of other artists.

· sing hymns and songs
· participate in drama activities.

This area encompasses Geography, History, Science and Technology.  Through a range of interconnected themes and topics – such as The Great Irish Famine, Extreme Weather, Light, Boglands and STEM Challenges - pupils will:
