Dear Parents 
As we prepare to reopen on Wednesday next, here is just a final summary of the most important points to remember. 
· School will open for all children from 9:20am. As everyone needs to remain in their cars until the bell goes please take your time, relax and remember there is NO NEED for panic or to rush. The children will be welcome  to the school from 9:20am to 9:30am. Teachers will be floating on the yard and welcoming everyone back,  as well as directing the children to their different lines, so don’t worry if you are not there at 9:20am
·  There is a 10 minute timeframe during which you can drop off your children. 
So everyone please take your time. 

· Remember it will be necessary to park up and down the road. PLEASE do not park in the neighbouring residence’s gateways.

· Avoid parking on the ROADSIDE of the set down area. This will only block the view of people trying to leave the set down area and will be very dangerous.

· Please accompany your child to the wall of the school. 

· Please give priority to parents with small children in the immediate set down area. 

· Remember please DROP AND GO! DON’T LOITER OR STAY TO CHAT. 

· Remember only Junior and Senior Infant parents are allowed in the yard on the first day and remember to remain 2metres apart and to stay in your family bubble. Masks must be worn. 

· Remember Ms Taheny’s 3rd  -6th class children enter the school via the teacher’s car park where they will be met by their teacher. 

· Children need their lunch box and drink with them on the first day.

· Only Ms Taheny’s class need to bring their school bags. 

· They also need their hand towel in a zip lock bag. Please change hand towels nightly and send in a fresh towel each day with your child. 

· Label all items.

· The class bubbles can be viewed on the news feed of the school website. To access the website please type in www.driminans.ie into the toolbar on your laptop or phone. 

· The school’s Covid Response Plan and Risk Assessment are also available in the Policies section of the website. 

· Remember to give your child the relevant forms for returning to school. Forms can be available to be collected from the school on Tuesday between 11am and 12pm should people need to pick one up..

· Junior infants go home at 12:30pm until September 20th, when they will go home at the normal time of 2pm
· Senior infant collection time is 2pm from September 1st
· 1st – 6th class children go home at 3pm from September 1st 
· PE days will be confirmed once the children return to school.  
We really are looking forward to seeing everyone again and to welcoming our children on Wednesday morning next. 
Lots of advice for parents has been posted on our website so please read it carefully. 
We have everything in place to ensure we minimise the spread of infection. 
I ask everyone again to please play their part and to be as organized as possible. Remember we are all in this together and we want our school to be a welcoming, safe, happy and positive environment for all our children and staff in the weeks and months ahead. 
For now I say farewell for the majority of the coming year. Will be thinking of everyone on Wednesday next.
