Charging and Remissions policy
Saint Joseph’s Nursery does not charge for education or activities, which are directly connected to a child’s educational entitlement. 

Parents are however asked to contribute £5 per week to cover children’s snack, parties, cookery, resources, special visitors and some school trips which cannot be provided for by the schools allocated budget. Parents on occasion may be asked to make other types of contributions in support of school activities or to benefit the school. 

Failure to contribute to the school fund will not exclude any child from participating in any of the additional experiences, however the type and frequency of these will be governed by the amount of money contributed to the fund.

In addition to the contributions made by parents/carers, the school fund benefits 
from fundraising activities/events throughout the school year and also from the 
profit from the sale of school photographs.

Children attending the full-time session avail of a midday meal which is part of the curricular program. The usual school dinner charges will apply for those children except where they are entitled to free school meals.


Monitoring and evaluation
