Early Numeracy -Counting is fun!

The houses along the street, the cars that go past, the trees in the garden, the windows in a house, the chimneys on the roof.

Counting when out shopping:

Coins for paying for goods, counting the fruit/ vegetables/tins/juice etc. when putting them in the trolley. Encouraging mathematical language, how many? enough, more, less, few, many.
