Organisational Matters / Cúrsaí Eagrúcháin
● The wishes of parents/guardians who do not wish their child to participate in the R.S.E. Programme will be respected and suitable alternative arrangements will be made for the supervision of their child, in consultation with parents. The parents will be asked to sign an undertaking that they will take full responsibility for providing RSE for their child. 


●Before each child will be included in R.S.E. classes, written consent will be required from parents/guardians.
 
● Prior notification of lessons, course content and structure is essential in order to give assurance and a sense of security to parents.  Parents will receive written notification in advance of up coming modules of the R.S.E. Programme, outlining in brief what is intended to be dealt with in class. Parents will be asked to sign and return the aforementioned notification to indicate receipt of same. 

● A copy of the “Home-School Link Page” for each R.S.E. lesson will be sent home in advance of the lesson being taught. It is intended that this will facilitate child/parent communication with the R.S.E Programme.  It will also allow parents to discuss with their child, various aspects, details or matters which will be dealt with during modules. 

● In the case of a child being unavoidably absent on the day of a lesson, the class teacher will inform the child’s parent/guardian that the lesson has been taught and advise them to attend to this lesson at home. 



From Stay Safe Policy
Specific lessons (as outlined in Making the Links, PDST 2017) will be taught in Junior Infants, Rang 1, Rang 3 and Rang 5. These lessons will be re visited in Year 2 when the “Stay Safe” programme will be taught in its entirety and in the sequence presented.  

All lessons will be taught in a block and lessons will be taught in sequential order. 

All classes will be taught the programme in Jan-Feb each year. 

“Stay Safe” lessons must be taught by the class teacher. These lessons must not be taught by casual substitutes or student teachers. The rationale for this is to ensure that the lessons are taught in a safe and trusting environment.
