It will also be on Parentpay when you are ordering your child's 

meal.  A copy has also been attached with this email. 

When ordering a meal online, parents must select the meal of choice for their child, and it is very 

important that pupils are made aware of which meal has been selected for them when they come to 

school. Pupils will receive the meal which has been ordered by their parent. 

 

Parents should ensure that meals are ordered on Parentpay before 9:00 am each day as the catering 

service requires these numbers in a timely manner to allow for meal preparation.  Free school meals 

pupils must also order and select as before.
