Admissions Criteria for Pre-School 

1. The child must have a definite diagnosis of autism which meets the DSM or ICD10 criteria.  This diagnosis must have been made using a professionally recognised clinical and psychological procedure.
2. The child must be between the age of three and five years upon enrolment/admission.  A child who turns six during the academic year should not be in a pre-school setting and therefore will not be considered for admission to Seolta Preschool. The school may refuse admission to this class to any child who is less than 3 years of age on 1st of September in the year the child is due to start school.
3. A child may be enrolled in Seolta Preschool for a maximum of 2 academic school years.  Following this period he/she may advance to a special school, mainstream school or another autism class as appropriate to the learning needs of the child.
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]We consider Seolta Preschool to be a feeder school to special schools, mainstream schools, or autism units attached to mainstream schools.  Enrolment in a Seolta Preschool class does not ensure future admission to other classes in Skerries Educate Together National School.  

Admissions Procedure 

The process of Admission will progress through the following steps:
1. Seolta Preschool Admission application form is completed. This application must be accompanied by an up-to-date educational psychological assessment and diagnostic report which confirms the diagnosis of ASD in line with DSM or ICD10 criteria.
2. Applicants will be informed in writing as to the decision of the school, within the timeline outlined in the relevant annual admissions notice but no later than three weeks after the annual admissions process or for late applications, three weeks after the school receives an application.
3. A copy of the application containing all relevant information will be sent to the Special Educational Needs Organiser (SENO) as part of the admissions process.
4. Seolta Preschool may operate a phasing in of pupils in accordance with the perceived ability of the pupil to adjust to school routines and cope in the pre-school environment.  This may begin with one-hour attendances and will build up to a full infant day in accordance with the child’s apparent comfort with his/her pre-school surroundings and routines.
5. During the year an annual review of placements and onward progression of children enrolled in Seolta Preschool will be conducted by the Multi-Disciplinary Team.
