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1. Introductory Statement and Rationale
1.1 Introduction
This whole school plan for Gaeilge has been formulated in accordance with the Primary Language Curriculum (2023) and reflects our status as a T2 school. This plan was developed through consultation with all staff members, parents, and the Board of Management.
1.2 Rationale
As a T2 school, we recognise the importance of Gaeilge as:
· A core curriculum subject and official language of Ireland
· A key element of Irish cultural identity and heritage
· A valuable cognitive and linguistic skill for our pupils
· A means of developing communicative competence in a second language
It is a core aim of ours to improve spoken Irish throughout the school. We strongly believe that it is through regular use of the language in living, natural contexts that children learn Irish effectively. We are committed to creating a rich Irish language environment in the school where the language is heard and used daily—in the classrooms, in the corridors, in the playground, and in every aspect of school life. By promoting common phrases and by encouraging pupils and staff to speak Irish naturally, our aim is to develop children's confidence and fluency in the spoken language.
The "Is Féidir Liom, Is Féidir Linn" (I Can, We Can) initiative is central to our approach. This initiative emphasizes a growth mindset, encouraging children to believe in themselves and in their ability to learn and speak Irish. By fostering a positive and supportive attitude, we create an environment where every child feels they can make progress in Irish.

2. Vision and Aims
2.1 Vision
Our vision is to develop confident, enthusiastic learners of Gaeilge who can communicate effectively in Irish and who appreciate the language as part of their cultural heritage.
2.2 Aims
· To develop pupils' ability to understand, speak, read, and write in Irish
· To foster positive attitudes towards the Irish language
· To create an Irish-language rich environment throughout the school
· To ensure progression and continuity in Irish language learning from Junior Infants to 6th Class
· To integrate Gaeilge meaningfully across the curriculum where appropriate
· To support teachers' professional development in Irish language teaching

3. Content of Plan
3.1 Curriculum Overview
Our school follows the Primary Language Curriculum for the teaching of Gaeilge. The curriculum is based on three integrated strands:
Strand 1: Teanga ó Bhéal (Oral Language)
· Developing listening and speaking skills
· Engaging in meaningful oral communication
· Building vocabulary and language structures through conversation
Strand 2: Léitheoireacht (Reading)
· Developing reading skills and strategies
· Engaging with a variety of Irish language texts
· Building comprehension and fluency
Strand 3: Scríbhneoireacht (Writing)
· Developing writing skills across different genres
· Expressing ideas, thoughts, and information in writing
· Understanding writing conventions and processes
Each strand contains various elements that describe the specific aspects of language learning within that strand. These elements progress across the four stages (Junior Infants to 6th Class).
3.2 Time Allocation
In line with the Primary Curriculum Framework (2023) for T2 schools:
· Junior & Senior Infants (Stage 1): Minimum 3 hours per week
· 1st & 2nd Class (Stage 2): Minimum 3 hours per week
· 3rd & 4th Class (Stage 3): Minimum 3 hours per week
· 5th & 6th Class (Stage 4): Minimum 3 hours per week
This time includes discrete Irish lessons and integration opportunities across the curriculum.
3.3 Approaches and Methodologies
Communicative Approach

Is Féidir Liom, Is Féidir Linn (I Can, We Can)
The "Is Féidir Liom, Is Féidir Linn" initiative is central to our approach to teaching Irish. This initiative focuses on:
Fostering a Growth Mindset
· Belief in every child's ability to learn Irish
· Emphasis on effort and progress rather than perfection
· Understanding that language skills develop with practice and time
Positive Attitudes
· Praise for effort and explanation, not just correct answers
· A fear-free environment where children feel safe to try
· Celebration of all levels of Irish, from simple phrases to complex conversations
Partnership Support
· "Is Féidir Liom" (I Can) - developing individual confidence
· "Is Féidir Linn" (We Can) - strengthening collaborative learning and peer support
· Using language to empower and motivate children
Teachers use the initiative's phrases consistently: "Tá tú ag déanamh go hiontach" (You're doing brilliantly), "Lean ort" (Keep going), "Maith thú as iarracht a dhéanamh" (Well done for trying). Children are encouraged to say "Is féidir liom é seo a dhéanamh" (I can do this) and "Is féidir linn cabhrú le chéile" (We can help each other).

4. Organisational Planning
Note on Targets: The Primary Language Curriculum uses a progression continuum approach with learning outcomes and progression milestones rather than rigid class-level targets.
For Stages 1 & 2 (Junior Infants to 2nd Class): The curriculum uses eight progression milestones (A-H) across the three strands. Most children will have reached Milestone A before beginning Junior Infants. Children at Stage 1 will generally progress through Milestones A-E, while children at Stage 2 will generally progress through Milestones D-H. These ranges are indicative only, and individual children may progress at different rates.
For Stages 3 & 4 (3rd to 6th Class): The curriculum focuses on learning outcomes without the A-H milestone system. Teachers use the learning outcomes to plan for progression appropriate to their pupils.
The targets outlined below represent our school's interpretation of reasonable expectations based on the curriculum's learning outcomes and progression continua. These are intended as guidance for teachers and should be adapted based on individual pupil progress. All three strands incorporate the curriculum elements of Cumarsáid (Communicating), Tuiscint (Understanding), and Fiosrú & Úsáid (Exploring and Using).
4.1 Infant Classes (Junior & Senior Infants) - Stage 1
Focus: Oral language development, listening skills, phonological awareness
Progression Milestone Range: A - E (most children will progress through these milestones during Stage 1)
Approaches:
· Stories, rhymes, and songs daily
· Use of puppets, visual aids, and props
· Simple games and activities (Ó hAodha, Simón a Deir, etc.)
· Introduction to initial sounds and letter names through play
· Emphasis on enjoyment and confidence-building
Specific Targets/Goals by End of Stage 1:
Teanga ó Bhéal (Oral Language):
· Respond to simple questions and instructions in Irish (e.g., Cad é d'ainm? Cá bhfuil...?)
· Use simple greetings and social phrases appropriately (Dia dhuit, Go raibh maith agat, Le do thoil)
· Name common classroom objects, colours, and numbers 1-10
· Participate in simple rhymes, songs, and action games
· Answer basic questions about familiar topics (family, toys, food)
· Use simple sentence patterns (Is mise... Tá... agam, Is maith liom...)
· Understand and respond to classroom instructions
· Engage in simple role-play using familiar phrases
Léitheoireacht (Reading):
· Recognize that print carries meaning
· Identify some letters of the Irish alphabet
· Recognize their own name in print
· Show interest in Irish language books and stories
· Join in with predictable phrases in familiar stories
· Recognize some high-frequency words in context (an, is, mé, mo)
· Understand that Irish is read from left to right
Scríbhneoireacht (Writing):
· Engage in mark-making and emergent writing
· Write their own name
· Form some letters correctly with support
· Understand that writing conveys meaning
· Copy simple familiar words (colours, numbers, own name)
· Label simple pictures with support
4.2 First and Second Classes - Stage 2
Focus: Continued oral development, introduction to reading and writing
Progression Milestone Range: D - H (most children will progress through these milestones during Stage 2; Milestone H is intended to support high-achieving children in 2nd Class)
Approaches:
· Regular oral activities and conversational routines
· Introduction of Gaeilge reading schemes (Futa Fata, Folens, etc.)
· Simple written activities linked to oral work
· Theme-based learning
· Regular use of songs, rhymes, and poems
Specific Targets/Goals by End of Stage 2:
Teanga ó Bhéal (Oral Language):
· Engage in simple conversations on familiar topics (school, home, weather, hobbies)
· Ask and answer questions using a variety of question forms (Cé? Cad? Cá? Cathain? Conas?)
· Express likes and dislikes (Is maith liom... Ní maith liom... Is fearr liom...)
· Describe people, places, and objects using simple adjectives
· Count confidently to 20 and use numbers in context
· Use common verbs in present tense (tá, bíonn, téann)
· Retell simple stories using sequencing words (ar dtús, ansin, sa deireadh)
· Participate in simple drama and role-play activities
· Understand and respond to increasingly complex instructions
Léitheoireacht (Reading):
· Read simple texts with increasing fluency and expression
· Use phonics skills to decode unfamiliar words
· Recognize and read high-frequency words automatically
· Answer literal comprehension questions about texts
· Predict what might happen next in a story
· Identify characters and main events in a story
· Show enjoyment and engagement with Irish reading material
· Read aloud with appropriate pace and intonation
Scríbhneoireacht (Writing):
· Write simple sentences using familiar vocabulary and structures
· Use capital letters and full stops correctly
· Copy text accurately and neatly
· Write short descriptions of pictures or experiences
· Use a personal dictionary or word bank
· Label diagrams and pictures independently
· Write simple lists (shopping list, things I like)
· Spell common high-frequency words correctly
· Begin to use síneadh fada appropriately in familiar words
4.3 Third and Fourth Classes - Stage 3
Focus: Developing literacy skills, expanding vocabulary and language structures
Note: Stage 3 uses learning outcomes without the A-H milestone system. Teachers plan progression based on the curriculum's learning outcomes appropriate to pupils' development.
Approaches:
· More complex oral interactions and discussions
· Guided reading and comprehension activities
· Process writing approach to written work
· Drama and role-play activities
· Project work on themes of interest
Specific Targets/Goals by End of Stage 3:
Teanga ó Bhéal (Oral Language):
· Participate confidently in conversations on a wider range of topics
· Express and justify opinions (Sílim go... mar... / Creidim go...)
· Use past tense verbs to talk about experiences (Chuaigh mé... Bhí mé...)
· Give clear instructions and directions
· Ask for clarification when needed (An féidir leat é sin a mhíniú?)
· Use time phrases appropriately (inné, anuraidh, an tseachtain seo caite)
· Describe events in sequence with appropriate connectives
· Participate in simple debates and group discussions
· Use the future tense to talk about plans (Rachaidh mé... Beidh mé...)
· Speak with increasing fluency and accuracy
Léitheoireacht (Reading):
· Read a variety of text types (stories, poems, information texts, instructions)
· Use a range of strategies to understand unfamiliar words
· Answer inferential questions about texts
· Identify the main idea and supporting details
· Make connections between texts and personal experiences
· Read silently with good comprehension
· Recognize author's purpose and point of view
· Use context clues to determine word meaning
· Summarize what has been read
· Express preferences about books and authors
Scríbhneoireacht (Writing):
· Write narratives with clear beginning, middle, and end
· Write for different purposes (recount, description, instructions, letter)
· Use a variety of sentence types and structures
· Use adjectives and adverbs to add detail and interest
· Organize writing into paragraphs
· Use appropriate punctuation (full stops, question marks, exclamation marks, commas)
· Edit and improve own writing
· Use a dictionary independently
· Apply basic grammar rules (lenition, eclipsis, verb forms)
· Use síneadh fada and spelling conventions accurately
· Write extended pieces (8-10 sentences) on familiar topics
4.4 Fifth and Sixth Classes - Stage 4
Focus: Consolidation and refinement of all skills, preparation for post-primary
Note: Stage 4 uses learning outcomes without the A-H milestone system. Teachers plan progression based on the curriculum's learning outcomes appropriate to pupils' development.
Approaches:
· Debates, presentations, and extended discussions
· Independent reading for pleasure and information
· Extended writing in various genres
· Critical engagement with texts
· Use of authentic resources
Specific Targets/Goals by End of Stage 4:
Teanga ó Bhéal (Oral Language):
· Engage in extended conversations showing good control of language structures
· Participate effectively in debates, expressing and defending viewpoints
· Give oral presentations on topics of interest with confidence
· Use the conditional tense appropriately (Ba mhaith liom... Dhéanfainn...)
· Use a wide range of vocabulary across different topics
· Ask complex questions to seek information and clarification
· Use subordinate clauses to express complex ideas
· Adapt language register appropriately for different contexts
· Use idiomatic expressions and colloquial language where appropriate
· Demonstrate fluency, accuracy, and confidence in spoken Irish
· Interview others and report on findings
· Participate in drama and role-play using sustained language

· Read for different purposes (information, pleasure, research)
· Demonstrate higher-order comprehension skills
· Engage with poetry, appreciating rhythm, rhyme, and imagery
· Read authentic Irish texts (age-appropriate news articles, websites, etc.)
Scríbhneoireacht (Writing):
· Write extended texts (12+ sentences) with coherent structure
· Write in a variety of genres (narrative, report, argument, letter, diary, poem)
· Develop ideas fully with supporting details and examples
· Use complex sentence structures effectively
· Apply advanced grammar rules accurately (prepositions, copula, irregular verbs)
· Use a wide vocabulary with precision
· Edit and proofread work systematically for meaning, grammar, and spelling
· Write for different audiences and purposes
· Plan, draft, revise, and present written work
· Use all punctuation marks correctly including speech marks and apostrophes
· Demonstrate creativity and personal voice in writing
· Use reference materials (dictionaries, online resources) independently
· Apply spelling rules and conventions consistently including correct use of síneadh fada

Exemptions from the study of Irish are granted in accordance with DES Circular 0052/2020. Applications are processed through the principal in consultation with parents, class teachers, and relevant professionals.
We recognize that some children in our school hold exemptions from the study of Irish for various reasons. We are committed to ensuring that these children feel fully included and valued as part of our school community. While exempt children are not required to participate in formal Irish lessons, we warmly encourage all children to engage with the spoken language in a relaxed, informal way during everyday school activities. Simple greetings, classroom phrases, and participation in school events involving Irish are welcomed and celebrated at whatever level feels comfortable for each child. Our approach is supportive and pressure-free, focusing on creating positive associations with the language. We believe that every child, regardless of their exemption status, can enjoy and benefit from hearing and using Irish as part of our inclusive school environment. Teachers work sensitively with exempt pupils to ensure they have meaningful learning experiences during Irish lesson times, and we maintain open communication with parents about the best approaches for their individual child.
