Together with families and the wider community, we strive to build a foundation for happy, healthy, and successful futures.
1. Policy Statement
Our school is committed to promoting sun safety to protect pupils and staff from harmful UV radiation and reduce the risk of skin damage and long-term health issues.
2. Aims
- Raise awareness of sun safety among pupils, staff, and parents.
- Encourage protective behaviours during outdoor activities.
- Support children in developing lifelong sun-safe habits.
3. Roles and Responsibilities
- School Staff: Promote sun safety, provide shaded areas, and supervise sun protection measures.
- Parents/Carers: Apply sunscreen before school and provide sun hats and water bottles.
- Pupils: Wear hats, stay in shaded areas, and drink water regularly.
4. Sun Protection Measures
- Outdoor activities scheduled outside peak UV hours (11am–3pm) where possible.
- Encourage pupils to wear wide-brimmed or legionnaire-style hats.
- Use of broad-spectrum sunscreen (SPF 30+) applied at home before school.
- Pupils may bring sunscreen to reapply under supervision (with parental consent).
- Access to shaded areas during break and lunch times.
- Staff model sun-safe behaviour.
5. Clothing
Pupils are encouraged to wear lightweight, long-sleeved clothing during hot weather. School uniform policy allows for sun-safe adaptations in summer. 
All children are permitted to take off ties and jumpers on hot days.
Girls: Summer dresses in term 3. 
Boys: Grey shorts in term 3.
6. Hydration
Pupils are encouraged to bring labelled, refillable water bottles and drink regularly.
7. Communication
Parents are informed of sun safety expectations via newsletters and the school website. Sun safety reminders issued during warm weather periods.
8. Monitoring and Review
The policy is reviewed annually and updated in line with Public Health Agency (PHA) and Education Authority (EA) guidance.
