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Health and Safety Policy for Arvalee School

· Ensure that the Principal and Senior Leadership Team (SLT) develop and maintain a robust safety management system throughout the school.

· Monitor the effectiveness of the school’s health and safety arrangements through regular review and reporting.

· Develop and implement arrangements to ensure that:

· All school risk assessments are completed, regularly reviewed, and effectively implemented.

· Equipment and materials purchased by the school are safe, appropriate, and suitable for their intended educational use.

· Contractors working on school premises carry out their duties in a safe and compliant manner.

· Prompt and efficient maintenance is carried out on:

·  All non-structural repairs.

·  All school equipment and resources.

· Ensure that arrangements are in place for the annual inspection of the school premises, with a formal report prepared for the Chief Executive of the Education Authority.

· Ensure that all teaching and non-teaching staff are issued with a copy of the employer’s Health and Safety Policy and are supported in understanding and applying it in their roles.
