School Uniform Policy 
Introduction
Our School Uniform Policy is an integral part of the Code of Behaviour adopted in Rockmount NS. Parents are asked to make a good effort to ensure that their son/daughter is equipped with the correct school uniform and maintains a good standard of uniform dress.
Rationale
· A school uniform reflects a sense of belonging to a school community and therefore it is our aim that each pupil would take pride in their appearance in full school uniform.

· Our uniform promotes positive behaviour and helps create a school identity.

· Our uniform promotes equality among students, and removes any pressure that may exist to wear expensive clothing.

· Our school uniform is economical for parents.

· As we have selected a tracksuit as our school uniform, it encourages us to be active every day, and is practical against wear and tear.
Uniform 
· Plain navy sweatshirt with school crest embroidered on left-hand side.
· Plain navy tracksuit bottoms
· White polo shirt

· Additional option for girls: Girls may choose to wear a plain navy pinafore, white polo shirt and a navy cardigan with the school crest.
· Pupils must wear appropriate footwear suitable for the weather, school activities, and safety requirements at all times. 
· White soled runners (to be kept in school) for use in the school hall.  
Seasonal Variations
· Pupils may wear plain navy shorts in very warm weather.
· During colder weather, pupils are encouraged to wear white long sleeve tops under their polo shirts.  
Health & Safety  
To ensure the health and safety of all students, the school uniform policy prohibits the wearing of hoodies, unsuitable jewellery (e.g., large earrings, necklaces, or bracelets that may pose a risk), and any accessories or clothing that could cause harm or distraction during school activities. All items must adhere to school safety standards and support a conducive learning environment
Receiving Sacraments
· Pupils will wear their own clothes for receiving the sacraments of Reconciliation (First Confession), Eucharist (First Holy Communion) and Confirmation.
Crests
· Crested tracksuit jumpers can be purchased from our official uniform suppliers All Seasons Sports & Leisurewear.  
· Alternatively, the school crest can be purchased from the school office for sewing onto generic uniform jumpers.

Roles and Responsibilities
Role of Parents:
· Ensure their child is dressed in full uniform daily. 

· Provide explanation to their child’s teacher if for any reason, they are not in full uniform.
· Label each part of their child’s school uniform clearly.
Role of Children:
· Take due care of their school uniform.
Role of School Staff
· Promote and encourage uniform wearing.
Uniform Suppliers:

· Parents will be given the opportunity at the end of each school year to order school tracksuits from our school supplier (All Seasons Sports & Leisurewear)

· Generic navy tracksuits and polo shirts may be purchased from any retail store. Crests, which are available from the school office, should then be added to these.
Success Criteria

The effectiveness of the school policy is measured by the following criteria:

· Uptake of full uniform
· Feedback from parents.
