ACCIDENT POLICY

In keeping with the Pastoral Care Policy and the caring ethos in our school the staff of St. Columba’s strive to ensure a safe environment for the children.
Article 19 (Protection from violence, abuse, and neglect) of the UNCRC states, ‘All children will be looked after and cared for while they are at school.’
Procedures

Should your child have a minor accident during the school day, Mrs McAlary, or another member of staff, will: -
· Comfort and reassure your child.

· If there is a cut to the skin, they will clean it using water and wet water wipes. 
· If the child has had a head injury, a cold compress will be applied and they will be given a head note to take to parents, Mrs Mellon will also phone parents or next contact.
· If a plaster has been used the child will be informed that this is only a temporary measure, and parents are asked to remove the plaster when the child arrives home.

· A note is also made in the Incident Book.

Training 

Members of staff are trained every to provide appropriate first aid to those children who require it.
Mrs Paula McCormick – First Aid Training (3 days - Sept 2025) 

Mrs Brenda McAlary – Emergency First Aid (3 days – Sept 2022)
Mrs Karen Maguire – Emergency First Aid (3 days – Sept 2022)
In addition, an Emergency First Aid Course (1 day) for teaching/non-teaching staff was held in St. Columba’s on 18th November 2025, including Mrs Craven, Mrs McAleese, Mrs McAfee, Mrs McCloskey, Mrs McGlinchey, Mrs Dowds, Mrs JA Smyth.
Resources
A First aid box in located in the medical cupboard, in the Staffroom, which is updated and restocked regularly.
Ice packs/Cold Compresses are stored in freezer.
Procedures

In the event of a more serious accident requiring a visit to the Health Centre/Emergency Department Mrs McAlary, or another member of staff will: -
· Contact the parent/guardian to arrange for the parent/guardian to take the child to the Health Centre/Emergency Department. 
· If no one is available Mrs McAlary or another member of staff, will take the child to the Health Centre/Emergency Department. 
· The parent/guardian will be notified of the outcome.
Article 24 of the UNCRC states ‘Every child has the right to the best possible health.’
In the event of an emergency Mrs McAlary, or another member of staff will: - 
· Place the child in the recovery position if necessary.
· Dial 999 for an ambulance to take the child to hospital for immediate medical attention. 
· Contact the parent/guardian or emergency contact. 
· If unable to contact parent/guardian or emergency contact, a member of staff will accompany the child to hospital.
It is essential that one of the people listed on the child’s contact list is available should the need arise.  

Details of serious accidents will be recorded online via the Education Authority’s Accident Reporting Portal.
Less serious accidents will be noted in the Accident Report book in school.
