	Dysentery
	Until authorised by doctor

	Flu
	5 days after start of illness 

	Food poisoning 
	Until authorised by doctor

	Gastroenteritis
	Until authorised by doctor

	Glandular Fever 
	No need to stay out if child is well but school should be informed 

	Hand Foot & Mouth
	No need to stay out if child is well but school should be informed 

	Headlice
	No need to stay out if child is well but school should be informed 

	Hepatitis, infective
	7 days from onset of jaundice 

	Hospital stay or change in conditions 
	Where a student is returning to school following a change in their condition, new medications or a hospital stay, it is important that we have evidence that your child is fit to return to school. It is also vital that parents and relevant health professionals ensure that the supports the students will need to reintegrate into school have been provided.

	Until authorised by doctor

	24hours after starting antibiotics

	No need to stay out if child is well but need to stay home with high temperature 

	Streptococcal 
	24hours after starting antibiotics

	Slapped cheek
	No need to stay out if child is well but school should be informed 

	Temperature
	24 hours after last high temperature 

	Threadworms 
	No need to stay out if child is well but school should be informed 

	Thrush
	After first treatment but school should be informed 

	Tuberculosis
	Until declared free from infection by doctor 

	Typhoid Fever
	Until declared free from infection by doctor

	Vomiting
	48hours after the last episode 

	Whooping Cough
	5 days after starting antibiotics or 21 days after start of illness 
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
