The Active Diff behaves the same as a
OFF-POWER | standard gear differential. Adjustments are
made using different viscosities of silicone
oils; thinner oils resulting in more off-power
steering with a more agressive feel.

The main advantage of the Adive Diff is felt
ON-POWER | on-power. The diff action become heavier
when throttle is applied, increasing forward
drive and stability upon corner exit.
