Returning home for the final weekend in conference play, Stanford men’s basketball welcomes Utah to 
Maples Pavilion on Thursday, Feb. 17 at 8 p.m. on ESPNU.
 
THE OPENING TIP
• Stanford is 15-10 (8-7 Pac-12) overall, with conference wins over Oregon, USC (twice), Washington State, 
Arizona State, Cal, Washington and Oregon State. 
• Harrison Ingram leads the team with 11.6 points and 6.6 rebounds per night, while Jaiden Delaire and 
Spencer Jones are close behind at 10.8 points per game apiece. Michael O’Connell paces the squad with 
3.8 assists per night.
• The Cardinal earned its fourth quadrant one win on Jan. 27 vs. USC, and is one of 30 teams nationally to 
meet that threshold. Stanford is one of two Pac-12 teams with at least four wins in the top tier (Arizona).
• Stanford is 10-3 at home this season, with six of the wins coming in double-digit fashion. The Cardinal 
remained unbeaten in November home games since 2018 (12-0), and got off to a 7-0 start at home for the 
second time in three seasons. The Cardinal is 5-3 in home Pac-12 games, including a buzzer-beating win 
over Oregon on Dec. 12 and an upset over then-No. 5 USC on Jan. 11.
• The Cardinal has outrebounded its opponent in 21 of 24 games, and has only been outrebounded once, 
posting a plus-7.8 margin on the glass, which is ninth-best nationally. Stanford ranks in the top-20 nation-
ally in offensive rebound (18th, 34.9%) and defensive rebound percentage (15th, 77.1%) per KenPom.

CLIMBING THE LADDER
Spencer Jones has established himself as one of the best 3-point shooters in program history, and the 
sniper moved into the top-15 in program history in made threes against Arizona. Jones enters the bout 
with the Utes with 169 triples, tied for 11th all-time with David Moseley ’00 and Matt Lottich ’04 for 11th 
on the Stanford list, and is nine away from moving into the top-10. Jones has 15 made threes in the last 
five games on 44.1 percent shooting.

POSSIBLE STARTERS
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In his first five seasons as Stanford’s 
Anne and Tony Joseph Director of 
Men’s Basketball, Jerod Haase has 
instilled an invested, tough and 
selfless attitude into the program.

Since arriving on The Farm, the 
Cardinal has won 92 games, recorded its best 
conference finish and most league wins in a decade 
and earned a postseason berth for the first time 
since 2015. The 2020 team was set to be postseason 
bound before the cancellation of the postseason.
 
The 2020-21 campaign was turned upside down 
by the COVID-19 global outbreak and subsequent 
restrictions in Santa Clara County, and Stanford 
showed its resilience and tenacity with a 14-13 
overall record and 10 Pac-12 wins. The season 
included three wins over eventual Sweet 16 teams, 
two over Elite Eight programs, and a sweep of 
Arizona for the first time since 2008. Oscar da Silva 
established himself as one of the top forwards in 
the country - He was named the Pac-12 Scholar 
Athlete of the Year and an Academic All-American. 

The Cardinal signed its third top-20 recruiting class 
in four seasons, led by five-star forward Harrison 
Ingram. Ingram gives the program a McDonald’s All-
American for the second-straight year, the first time 
in Stanford history the feat has been accomplished.

Stanford finished 20-12 overall in 2019-20, and 
remained solidly in contention for an NCAA Tourna-
ment berth throughout a season shortened by the 
COVID-19 global pandemic. Boasting the nation’s 
No. 16-ranked scoring defense (KenPom No. 7), the 
Cardinal also shot its highest field goal percentage 
(.469) since 2003-04. The 20 wins marked Stanford’s 
first such season since the 2014-15 campaign.

Haase and his staff capped the season with a top-10 
national recruiting class for 2020 - it’s second top-10 
class since Haase joined the Cardinal - including 
top-five signee Ziaire Williams and four players 
rated at least four stars by one outlet.
 
Fueled by back-to-back top-25 recruiting classes, 
Haase’s 2018-19 squad featured freshmen and 
sophomores accounting for 80 percent of the 
scoring and rebounding. With one of the youngest 
rosters in the nation, Stanford won 15 games facing 
one of the toughest road schedules in Division I. 
In 2017-18, Haase guided Stanford to a third-place 
finish in the Pac-12 with 11 conference wins, the 
program’s highest finish and most league victories 
in 10 seasons and earned a postseason berth with a 
second-round appearance in the NIT. 
 
Haase was appointed Stanford’s 18th head coach 
in school history on March 25, 2016. During Haase’s 
first season in 2016-17, Stanford posted 14 wins 
against a challenging schedule and finished among 
the nation’s top-10 percent in the classroom.

At UAB, Haase led the Blazers to a regular-season 
Conference USA championship in 2016 and the 
program’s 15th all-time NCAA Tournament berth in 
2015.

RANKINGS REPORT
Stanford has won six games against ranked opponents since the calendar turned to 2020, with victories 
coming over Oregon, Colorado, Alabama, UCLA and USC. The Cardinal is 2-5 against ranked teams this 
year, beating No. 5 and No. 15 USC. The Cardinal’s first win over USC was its first over a top-five oppo-
nent since 2007 (UCLA), and the second was its first over a top-25 team on the road since 2014 (Texas). 
Stanford played four ranked opponents in a calendar month in January 2022 for the first time since 
January 2017. 

THE NET RESULT
Stanford enters the matchup ranked No. 93 in the NET rankings on Feb. 16, and has been ranked as high 
as No. 71 this season on Jan. 14. The win over USC on Jan. 27 gave Stanford its fourth quadrant one vic-
tory, with Stanford one of two Pac-12 programs with four or more in the top tier. The Cardinal is one of 
30 teams in the country with four quadrant one wins - 23 of which are in the NET top-40 - and one of 20 
teams with four quadrant one wins and no quadrant three or four losses. 

Stanford’s NET strength of schedule is the 29th-toughest in the country, with 15 of Stanford’s 25 games 
coming in quadrant one or two, and 11 in quadrant one. Utah enters the Thursday night fight at No. 130, 
making this a quadrant three opportunity.

8 GAMES, 17 DAYS
Stanford became the third major conference team since 1996-97 to play eight conference games over a 
17-day stretch, starting Jan. 27 at USC and finishing Feb. 12 at Oregon State. Nebraska and Washington 
started the list last season, while the Cardinal is one of 10 teams across the country to play eight league 
games in 17 days, alongside Murray State, Idaho, Tennessee State, St. Peters, Portland State, UNCW, 
Morehead State, Tennessee Tech and Austin Peay. 

THAT’S HI PRAISE
Harrison Ingram continued his candidacy for the Pac-12’s top rookie, winning the Freshman of the Week 
honor for the sixth time on Feb. 14. He previously won in three consecutive weeks from Dec. 13-27, 
becoming only the second to accomplish the feat since award’s debut in 2019-20, joining Washington’s 
Isaiah Stewart (2019-20). His six total honors are already second-most in league history, behind only 
USC’s Evan Mobley (2020-21), who won the honor seven times last season. 

He is the only true freshman in the Pac-12 averaging double-figure points (11.6) per game, 3.7 more than 
second-place Lazar Stefanovic (Utah, 7.9). Ingram leads all Pac-12 freshmen in rebounds and assists as 
well, ranking 10th in the conference in rebounds and 14th in assists per game among all players. Ingram 
was also named a finalist for the Julius Erving Small Forward of the Year Award on Feb. 2. He is one of 
three freshmen on the list and one of two players in the Pac-12.

SUSTAINED SUCCESS
Stanford has had a first team All-Pac-12 player in each of the last nine years, while no other program has 
an active streak of more than four years (Arizona State, Oregon State, USC).

During his playing career at Kansas, Jerod Haase was known for his energy and passion on 
the court. Whether it be diving for loose balls or taking charges, Haase’s trademark hustle 
was always on display. During his time with the Jayhawks, the “floor burns” statistic was 
created in his honor and is still tracked by the program. Haase totaled 167 floor burns dur-
ing the 1996-97 season. Stanford’s individual 2021-22 totals (258 combined, 10.3 per game)
are as follows:

PLAYER DEVELOPMENT
Stanford is one of five power conference programs not to take a transfer this year (Stanford, Colorado, 
UConn, Villanova, Purdue). Only Stanford, Colorado and Purdue don’t have a Division I transfer on their 
entire roster, while Stanford hasn’t taken a transfer since Andrew Zimmerman in 2009-10, the longest gap 
nationally without taking a transfer among power conference teams by 10 years. More than 300 Division I 
programs took a transfer for the 2021-22 campaign. 

FIRST MEETING WITH UTAH
Utah is one of just two conference opponents that will face Stanford only once in the regular season, join-
ing Oregon State. The Cardinal has won the last two meetings at Maples Pavilion, and seven of the last 
eight. Jaiden Delaire and Spencer Jones each averaged 10 points a game against the Utes last season, 
while Delaire dealt the dagger 3-pointer in 2020 at Maples to clinch the result. 

HOME OF CHAMPIONS
19 schools have victories over AP top-five opponents in football, men’s basketball and women’s basket-
ball in the same year since 1999-00, with Stanford joining the group on Jan. 11. The Cardinal is one of two 
Pac-12 programs on the list, joining Oregon in 2019-20, and the only Pac-12 program to post top-five wins 
in each of the three sports, plus women’s volleyball. 

CHIEF KEEFE
The team’s leader in floor burns, James Keefe has emerged as a key contributor as a junior. Since enter-
ing the starting lineup on Dec. 12, Keefe holds averages of 5.9 points and 5.2 rebounds per game on 65.6 
percent shooting from the floor. He has continued his improvement over the past nine games, posting 
averages of 7.3 points and 6.2 boards per outing while shooting 70.3 percent from the floor (26/37) and 
73.7 percent at the free throw line (14/19). 

BENCH & BALANCE
Showcasing the program’s depth and balance, 11 Cardinal players have reached double figures in a game 
this season. The Cardinal is one of two Pac-12 programs to meet that standard, joining Washington State, 
while no school has more than 13 in this category (Bowling Green, Texas A&M-CC). 

CARDIAC CARDINAL
Jaiden Delaire drained a 3-pointer at the buzzer on Dec. 12 to lead Stanford past Oregon, 72-69. Delaire 
gave Stanford its first win at the buzzer since Oscar da Silva scored at the horn against UCLA on Jan. 23, 
2021, stepping into a deep 3-pointer on the left wing, scoring over Oregon’s Eric Williams Jr. The 20 points 
for Delaire came in a season-best output, as he also pitched in six rebounds and two blocks. Four days 
later, Harrison Ingram scored inside with 0.7 seconds left on the clock against Dartmouth to send the 
game to overtime. Finally, Brandon Angel was fouled on a 3-point attempt against Arizona State with one 
second to play, and Angel hit all three at the stripe to earn the victory.

HAWAII 2-0
Stanford advanced past Wyoming with a 66-63 victory in the opener at the Diamond Head Classic. Jaiden 
Delaire led the Cardinal in scoring for the third time in the last four games, scoring 17 points with seven 
rebounds, while Spencer Jones matched his then-season-high with 15 points and six rebounds. In the 
semifinal, Jones led the way with a career-high 25 points, going 8-for-11 from the field with five 3-point-
ers, to lead the Cardinal past Liberty, 79-76. The Cardinal was slated to face Vanderbilt in the champion-
ship game, but health and safety protocols began a stretch of four straight postponed or canceled games 
for the program. Jones was named to the All-Tournament Team.

WELCOME TO THE FARM
Stanford signed a pair of four-star forwards when the early signing period opened in the class of 2022. 
Jaylen Thompson, from Oakland and rated as high as No. 62 nationally by 247 Sports, and Ryan Agarwal, 
a four star Rivals shooting guard from Coppell, Texas, join a program that has signed top-20 classes na-
tionally in three of the past four seasons, while this year’s class begins with Stanford signing two four-star 
players for the third consecutive year.
