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Jean Prioleau (pronounced Zhaun Pre-low), whose resume includes 11 NCAA 
Division I post-season appearances in 18 seasons as an assistant coach, is entering his 
second season as San José State University men’s basketball head coach in August of 
2017.
 

Prioleau joined San Jose State after seven successful seasons as an assistant and 
associate head coach at the University of Colorado. The Buffaloes won 149 games, had 
five 20-win seasons and appeared in post-season play every year. Colorado played in 
the NCAA Tournament in 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2016, the NIT in 2011 and 2017 and the 
CBI in 2015.

Besides the unprecedented sustained success of Colorado 
basketball, the Buffs also had four NBA draft choices during Prioleau’s seven seasons. 
Most recently, All-American guard Derrick White was the San Antonio Spurs first-round 
selection in the 2017 NBA Draft. Guard Spencer Dinwiddie, a member of the Brooklyn 
Nets, was the 38th overall selection by the Detroit Pistons in 2014. Swingman Andre 
Roberson, a 2013 first-round draft choice of the Minnesota 
Timberwolves, completed his fourth season with the Oklahoma City Thunder. Guard 
Alec Burks, the 12th overall pick by Utah in the 2011 NBA Draft, completed his sixth 
season with the Jazz.
 

Prioleau graduated in 1992 from Fordham University with a 
degree in physics. He finished his college basketball career second on the school’s all-
time list in steals and assists and fifth in scoring with 1,442 points. He was a two-time 
second-team All-Patriot League player, was named to the 1989 Metro Atlantic Athletic 
Conference (MAAC) All-Rookie team, part of the Rams’ 1991 and 1992 Patriot League 
championship teams. Prioleau was inducted into the school’s Athletics Hall of Fame in 
2000.
 

Born in New York City and raised in Teaneck, New Jersey, the 47-year old Prioleau 
entered the coaching profession in 2000 after a playing career that included tryouts 
with the New York Knicks and Indiana Pacers of the NBA and experiences in the Conti-
nental 
Basketball Association (CBA), the United States Basketball League (USBL) and overseas 
in Turkey, Italy and Switzerland.

He began his college coaching career in 1999-2000 at his alma mater. Prioleau 
then spent five seasons at Wichita State (2001-05), the 2006 season at Marquette, two 
seasons at Iowa State (2007-08) and the 2009 and 2010 seasons at TCU before heading 
to Colorado. Wichita State played in the 2003, 2004 and 2005 NIT’s. The 2006 Mar-
quette team qualified for the NCAA Tournament.

From there, SJSU 
held on as the teams went back and forth for 
the remainder of the contest. The Spartans 
outshot NAU 40.4 percent to 37.9 percent. 

»	 Noah Baumann and Oumar Barry led the 
charge in the comeback. Baumann finished 
with a career-high 23 points, including 18 in 
the second half, and was 5-of-6 from 3-point 
range. Barry, a senior, recorded his first dou-
ble-double as a Spartan with 17 points and 13 
rebounds. 

STEADY STEADMAN
»	 JUCO transfer Michael Steadman has 
made a big impact this season as a leader on 
and off the court. The 6’10 forward is aver-
aging a team-high 13.1 points per game and 
ranks fourth in the Mountain West with 9.2 
rebounds per game. He also ranks in the top 
40 nationally in the rebounding department. 
Steadman has three double-doubles on the 
season, ranking fourth in the conference and 
has scored in double figures in 8-of-9 games, 
including six straight.

»	 Jean Prioleau made some changes to 
his staff in the offseason as he brought in 
former NC State All-American Julius Hodge as 
an assistant coach and promoted director of 
operations Ryan Cooper to assistant coach. 

FAMILIAR FOE BACK ON THE SCHEDULE
»	 Tuesday’s matchup will be 52nd install-
ment in the Stanford-SJSU sereies, but the 
first meeting since 2006. The Cardinal leads 
the all-time series 38-13 and is 28-4 in games 
played in Stanford. The Spartans last win in 
the series came on Dec. 3, 1992 in San Jose.

»	 The Cardinal, led by 3rd year coach Jerod 
Haase, enters Tuesday’s game at 5-4. Three 
of their four losses have came at the hands 
of ranked teams, including a 90-84 loss in 
overtime to No. 2 Kansas in Lawrence on Dec. 
1. KZ Okpala leads the team at 15.9 ppg and 
6.0 rpg. 

BIG GAME BAUMANN
»	 Sophomore Noah Baumann is once 
again displaying his impressive 3-point 
shooting ability this season after finishing in 
the top-40 in the Mountain West in 3 point 
percentage as a freshman.He is currently 20-
for-34 from 3-point range (.588). 

»	 Baumann has come up huge for the 
Spartans  in their last two games. In their win 
over Bethune-Cookman, after the team went 
0-10 from 3-point range in the opening half, 
Baumann drained 3-of-5 attempts in the sec-
ond half and finished with a then-season-high 
12 points to help lead SJSU to victory. 

»	 Baumann followed up with his best per-
formance as a Spartan in the win over NAU. 
He scored a career-high 23 points on 7-of-9 
shooting, including 18 in the second half 
to lead the Spartans to victory. He finished 
5-of-6 from 3-point range and made four free 
throws in the final :37 seconds to close out 
the game. 

OUMAR COMING ON STRONG
»	 Senior center Oumar Barry is playing his 
best basketball as a Spartan as of late. Against 
Bethune-Cookman, he finished with a then-
career-high 13 points and seven rebounds. He 
followed that up with his most dominating 
performance at SJSU as he recorded his first 
career double-double with 17 points and 13 
rebounds, his first-career game with double 
digit rebounds. Barry also blocked two shots 
and was 7-of-10 at the free throw line to help 
the Spartans to victory. 

»	 Barry entered the Bethune-Cookman 
game averaging just 5.7 points per game, 
but after averaging 15 points in the last two 
outings, he has increased his production to 
7.8 ppg. 

BAY AREA ROAD TRIP
»	 The Spartans’ stop in Stanford is the first 
of three-straight road games against in-state 
foes. SJSU will make a quick turnaround to 
face Cal in Berkeley on Friday, Dec. 21, and will 
bookend their nonconference slate on Dec. 
29 against Saint Mary’s in Moraga. 
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››	 Oumar Barry is the lone senior on the Spartans roster this season and is trying to end 
his college career with a bang. After averaging 5.7 games through the team’s first seven games, 
the center has gone off for back-to-back games with career-highs in points. He first scored 13 
points vs. Bethune-Cookman and followed up with his first double-double as a Spartan of 17 
points and 13 rebounds in the win over Northern Arizona.
