• No. 9/8 Stanford takes a seven-game winning streak -- its longest since 2012 -- to Colorado’s Folsom Field on Saturday 
for a Pac-12 Conference contest against the Buffaloes.

• The lone unbeaten team in Pac-12 play, Stanford is 6-0 against conference competition for the first time since 2011.

• The Cardinal enters the matchup ranked ninth by the AP and eighth by USA Today. Of Stanford’s 85 all-time AP top-10 
rankings, 47 have been earned since 2010.

• Stanford is the only school ranked in the top 10 by the AP (9th), USA Today (8th) and U.S. News & World Report (4th).

• Under head coach David Shaw, Stanford is 2-0 vs. Colorado, 34-8 in Pac-12 regular-season games, 18-8 on the road, 
13-4 in November, 35-11 coming off a win, 23-6 when ranked higher than an opponent, 10-3 when ranked and on the 
road against an unranked Pac-12 opponent, 23-5 in day games and 7-2 on Pac-12 Networks.

• Stanford has compiled a 61-14 record since 2010. Its 61 wins are the seventh-most by any college program over that 
stretch.

• The Cardinal leads the Pac-12 in a number of statistical categories, including: fourth-down conversion percentage 
(.875), first-down defense (144), passing yards/completion (14.22), tackles for loss allowed (4.50), time of possession 
(34:56), total defense (352.1) and winning percentage (.875).

• Sophomore RB Christian McCaffrey leads the nation with 244.25 all-purpose yards/game while ranking eighth with 
1,060 rushing yards.

• Fifth-year senior CB Ronnie Harris leads the Pac-12 in passes defended (1.4), with classmate Kevin Hogan leading all 
league quarterbacks with 14.33 passing yards/completion and yards/attempt (9.34). Senior ILB Blake Martinez leads 
the league with 11.4 tackles/game.

• Stanford requires students to declare a major before their junior year. Among the team’s upperclassmen, 16 majors 
are represented. Eleven Cardinal are engineering majors. Majors with three or more Cardinal student-athletes: 
communication, economics, human biology, management science and engineering, psychology, public policy, and 
science, technology and society.

• Situated in the heart of Silicon Valley, Stanford’s student-athletes are afforded the opportunity to experience the 
latest in cutting-edge technology, as the origins of some of the greatest hi-tech breakthroughs and most dynamic 
companies can trace their roots back to The Farm:
     • STRIVR Labs co-founder and former Cardinal kicker Derek Belch has created a truly immersive, fully customizable 
virtual reality experience specifically for football teams. The platform has already changed the way Stanford’s 
quarterbacks prepare, and high school, college, and NFL teams are close behind. 

     • With the help of the Cardinal football team, a group of Stanford doctors and neuroscientists have been working 
to quantify the head trauma that players sustain during a game. The researchers developed custom mouth guards 
equipped with accelerometers and gyrometers that measure linear and rotational acceleration -- essentially, how 
violently the head gets whipped around during a game. The data from the sensors, which the scientists pull from the 
mouth guards after games and practices throughout the season, provides critical baseline data of how many jarring 
hits players typically experience. 

     • Temperature-regulation research of Stanford biologists H. Craig Heller and Dennis Grahn led to a device that rapidly 
cools body temperature and greatly improves exercise recovery. This is the sort of claim you see in spam email subject 
lines, not in discussions of mammalian thermoregulation. By taking advantage of specialized heat-transfer veins in the 
palms of hands, “the glove” can rapidly cool athletes’ core temperatures -- and dramatically improve exercise recovery 
and performance.

     • In 2012, Stanford became the first college program to use iPad playbooks, saving countless trees, dollars and man-
hours.

• Dating to 2014, Stanford’s offense line has not allowed a sack five times in the 
past 11 games.

• In wins over Oregon State (325), Arizona (314) and UCLA (311), Stanford rushed 
for over 300 yards in three straight games for the first time in program history.

• While accumulating 325 yards on the ground at Oregon State, tied for the 10th-
best output in program history, Stanford also outrushed Oregon State in the 
second half, 217-0.
 
 • Since 2010, Stanford is one of the nation’s best teams on third down. Behind 
“option teams” Georgia Tech and Navy, the Cardinal is third in converting on 
third downs at a 47.5 clip. Defensively, Stanford has held opponents to a 33.9 pct. 
conversion rate, which ranks ninth nationally.

• Stanford has converted seven of nine fourth-down attempts in 2015, with the 
Cardinal ranking eighth nationally (63.5) since 2010.

• Since former running back Toby Gerhart finished second in the 2009 Heisman 
Trophy race, which was the closest ever, only three schools have produced three 
1,500-yard rushers: Stanford (Toby Gerhart - 2009, Stepfan Taylor - 2012, Tyler 
Gaffney - 2013), Wisconsin and Western Kentucky. Former Western Kentucky head 
coach Willie Taggart was Gerhart’s position coach in 2009, and Wisconsin head 
coach, Paul Chryst, is the uncle of Stanford quarterback Keller Chryst.

• Fifth-year senior Kevin Hogan is 31-9 as a starting quarterback and 13-6 against 
AP Top 25 teams. Hogan’s 31 wins are tied for the most by any active college 
player. Hogan’s 76.3 completion pct. in the final three games of the 2014 season 
ranked No. 1 among all Power 5 quarterbacks.

• Since a landmark performance in a win at USC on Sept. 19, Hogan ranks among 
the nation’s top 10 in passer rating (180.0 - 7th) and yards/attempt (10.23 - 4th), 
touchdown percentage (9.6 - 6th) and completion percentage (69.3 - 6th).

• Stanford earned its eighth consecutive victory over UCLA and scored its most 
points in the series since a 57-0 victory in 1929. The victory also was Stanford’s fifth 
straight since a season-opening loss at Northwestern and its fourth consecutive 
40-plus performance, the first time that’s happened since 2011.

• Nobody in Stanford history put up numbers like sophomore RB Christian 
McCaffrey in the Cardinal’s 56-35 Pac-12 thrashing of No. 18 UCLA. Not even Toby 
Gerhart, regarded as the greatest runner in school history. McCaffrey rushed for 
243 yards on 25 carries (9.7 yards/carry), breaking Gerhart’s Stanford single-game 
mark of 223 against Oregon in 2009. McCaffrey also piled up 369 all-purpose 
yards, falling 10 yards shy of Glyn Milburn’s school record against Cal in 1990. 
And McCaffrey scored four touchdowns, tying a Stanford single-game standard 
reached eight times before.

• McCaffrey’s 369 all-purpose yards vs. UCLA were the most by any FBS player in 
2015. McCaffrey is the only student-athlete in the country to record two of the 
top-five all-purposes performances on the season. With 303 all-purpose yards at 
Oregon State, McCaffrey became the first Stanford player in over five years to top 
the 300-yard mark. Current New York Jet Chris Owusu (308) last topped that mark 
during a 51-42 win over No. 8 Oregon on Nov. 7, 2009.

It Happened Against Colorado
1977 - In Bill Walsh’s first game as Stanford head coach, the Cardinal fell to the 
12th-ranked Buffaloes, 27-21, at Folsom Field. Darrin Nelson, playing in his first 
collegiate game, ran for 99 yards on 15 carries and caught four passes for 77 yards.

1987 - Colorado’s wishbone offense rolled up 413 rushing yards as the Buffaloes 
posted a 31-17 victory at Folsom Field.

1990 - Stanford built a 14-0 lead against the sixth-ranked Buffaloes only to see 
Colorado rally with two third-quarter touchdowns to tie the game. Stanford 
regained the lead and was poised to upset the eventual national champions 
until Eric Bieniemy’s controversial game-winning touchdown with 12 seconds 
remaining on fourth-and-goal from the one-yard line. Glyn Milburn accounted for 
158 yards in total offense in his first game as a Cardinal.

1991 - Tommy Vardell (114) and Glyn Milburn (106) combined for 220 yards rushing 
as Stanford posted a 28-21 victory over the defending co-national champions at 
Stanford Stadium.

1993 - Before a national television audience on ESPN, No. 20 Stanford and No. 
7 Colorado combined for 1,022 yards of total offense as the Cardinal scored 14 
points in the final 3:33 -- including the game-winner with eight seconds remaining 
-- to upset Colorado, 41-37, at Stanford Stadium. Steve Stenstrom connected with 
tight end Tony Cline over the middle for the winning touchdown.

2011 - Andrew Luck completed 26 of 33 passes for 370 yards and three touchdowns 
as the Cardinal cruised to a 48-7 win in front of a sellout crowd of 50,360 at 
Stanford Stadium.

Northwestern Defeats Stanford 
EVANSTON, Ill. - Northwestern wanted to prove a point against No. 21 Stanford, and the Wildcats 
drove it home with a strong running game and solid defense that produced a season-opening 
surprise.

Or as defensive end Dean Lowry put it: “We unleashed a caged bull today.”

Freshman Clayton Thorson ran for a 42-yard touchdown while playing turnover-free ball at 
quarterback, Justin Jackson added 134 yards rushing, and the Wildcats beat the Cardinal 16-6.

If Northwestern felt like a caged bull, well, back-to-back 5-7 seasons will do that. The recent losing 
ended a five-year run of bowl appearances that included a 10-win season in 2012.

Anthony Walker broke up two passes and had a fumble recovery, and Kyle Queiro intercepted Kevin 
Hogan in the end zone with about a minute left to seal the win.

“It was probably one of the best performances I’ve seen our D play top to bottom against a ranked 
team maybe in my time,” Pat Fitzgerald said.

Thorson scored the game’s only touchdown in the second quarter. He was steady overall, completing 
12 of 24 passes for 105 yards, but was fortunate not to have any interceptions considering he threw 
a few into double and triple coverage.

“I thought our team as a whole played well,” Thorson said. “Our O-line did a great job the whole 
game. Me personally, I think I can always do a lot better. I missed some throws, and some decisions 
I made weren’t great.”

Thorson got high marks from Stanford linebacker Blake Martinez.

“He was commanding the offense well,” Martinez said. “Keeping that pace going. They never 
stopped that quick offense. It was cool to see that he was able to do that his first game.”

Jackson rushed 28 times. Jack Mitchell kicked three field goals, including a career-long 49-yarder 
that made it 16-6 with 3:38 left in the game, and the Wildcats started the season on a winning note 
for the first time against a ranked team since 1995.

Hogan had a rough afternoon, going 20-of-35 with 155 yards and an interception. He was sacked 
three times.

Christian McCaffrey ran for 66 yards, but the Cardinal managed just 240 yards on offense and scored 
their fewest points since 2007.

“The bottom line for us is that we have to be efficient on first down,” David Shaw said. “We can’t 
have penalties. We can’t have dropped passes. We can’t have missed blocks.”

The Cardinal showed some of the form that carried them to four straight seasons with at least 11 
wins on the game’s opening possession. But Northwestern tightened its defense, forcing Stanford 
to settle for a 29-yard field goal by Conrad Ukropina to finish a 12-play drive.

The Wildcats tied the game on a 31-yard field goal by Mitchell with 52 seconds left in the first 
quarter. Thorson, who starred at suburban Wheaton North High School about 40 miles from Ryan 
Field, made it 10-3 midway through the second when he took advantage of a big hole on the left 
and scored on a 42-yard keeper.

Northwestern had a chance to add to the lead after Walker recovered a fumble by McCaffrey a few 
plays later. The Wildcats took over on the Stanford 38, but a 48-yard field-goal attempt by Mitchell 
sailed wide left with 2:35 remaining in the half.

The Wildcats picked up their first win over the Cardinal since 1958.

Hogan Leads Stanford Past UCF 
STANFORD, Calif. - It took a trick play to get Stanford’s offense finally going this season. 
Afterward, it was as if the floodgates had opened.

Kevin Hogan connected on a 53-yard flea flicker to Michael Rector to highlight a three-
touchdown night as Stanford bounced back from a disappointing loss in its season 
opener to beat UCF 31-7.

“You never want to allow it to creep in that, ‘Oh no, we can’t reach the end zone,’” Hogan 
said. “It was almost like breaking the ice. I think everybody kind of settled in after that 
and felt comfortable.”

The deep strike to Rector was Stanford’s first touchdown of the season. Hogan added 
a 7-yard touchdown pass to Christian McCaffrey and a 93-yarder to Bryce Love in the 
second half.

Hogan finished with a career-high 341 yards, including three passes of more than 40 
yards.

“Once we got into a rhythm offensively it was fun to watch,” David Shaw said. “We did 
try to do some different things game-plan wise to get some guys in space. We have some 
speed on this team.”

The Knights struggled to generate any sort of offense with starting quarterback Justin 
Holman leaving early with an injury. Freshman Bo Schneider came in and went 7 for 19 
for 46 yards with an interception.

“There were a lot of guys that could have made plays but didn’t make them,” George 
O’Leary said. “As they said, films don’t lie. We got to go back and look at that and 
continue to try to get the best 11 on the field.”

After being held to six points in a lackluster opener, Stanford’s offense finally broke 
through late in the first half with help from a trick play. Hogan handed the ball to Barry 
Sanders, who flipped it back to the quarterback. Hogan then launched a deep pass to 
Rector, who got past the defense for the first score of the game.

Conrad Ukropina added a 52-yard field goal in the final minute of the half.

Hogan’s 42-yard pass to Love set up the short touchdown pass to McCaffrey in the third 
quarter. Hogan then hit Love again on a short pass on a third-and-20 and Love raced past 
the Knights defense for the score that made it 24-0.

While Hogan got the passing game going, the Cardinal struggled to run consistently for a 
second straight week. McCaffrey gained just 58 yards on 20 carries and the team finished 
with 130 yards on the ground with 40 coming on a late drive capped by Sanders’ 20-yard 
touchdown run.

The defense was dominant, holding UCF off the scoreboard until Tyler Harris threw a 
36-yard touchdown pass to Tre’Quan Smith with 1:22 to play.

The Cardinal easily handled the untested Schneider, who made his debut after Holman 
hurt his hand when he hit a helmet on UCF’s first drive.

“It’s tough, but the program that we have here, it’s next man up,” tight end Michael 
Campbell said. “That’s just how things go here.”

The Knights had just one productive drive until the late score but that ended in the 
second quarter when William Stanbeck fumbled inside the Cardinal 40. Four plays later, 
Hogan hit Rector on the flea-flicker.

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Hogan Leads Steady Stanford  
LOS ANGELES - In Stanford’s pregame meeting, coach David Shaw asked every player who has 
played in two Pac-12 championship games to stand. Nearly half the room arose.

“Our guys are used to playing in big games,” Shaw said. “We need to act like it.”

That big-game experience shined through repeatedly while the Cardinal revitalized their season 
with yet another major win at the Coliseum.

Kevin Hogan passed for 279 yards and two touchdowns, Remound Wright rushed for three more 
scores and Stanford opened Pac-12 play with a 41-31 victory over No. 6 USC.

Austin Hooper and Devon Cajuste caught touchdown passes as Hogan beat USC for the first time 
in his career, snapping the Trojans’ two-game winning streak in the lively in-state rivalry.

Christian McCaffrey rushed for 115 yards for the Cardinal, who scored just six points in their 
stunning season-opening loss at Northwestern. They looked more like their usual powerhouse 
selves during a 474-yard offensive performance at the Coliseum.

“I think a lot of people underestimated us as a team,” Hogan said. “We gave them that ability after 
our loss in Week 1, but we’re going to get better every week. We’re already talking about next 
week.”

Cody Kessler was 25-of-32 for 272 yards and three touchdowns, but USC couldn’t match the steady 
production of Hogan, who went 18-for-23, and his dominant offensive line.

Steven Mitchell Jr. caught two touchdown passes and JuJu Smith-Schuster caught another, 
but preseason Pac-12 favorite USC failed its first test of the season after beating two Sun Belt 
opponents by a combined 99 points earlier this month.

“Whenever you play Stanford, you’re going to play big-boy ball, and that’s what we’ve got to do,” 
said linebacker Su’a Cravens, who graded his defense’s performance as “a D-minus.”

“We’ve got to grow up,” Cravens added. “We’ve got to establish ourselves and execute.”

After USC’s impressive start, Stanford took a 24-21 halftime lead with two touchdowns in the 
final 3:53. Wright’s third touchdown run put the Cardinal up 38-28 with 11:21 to play, and Conrad 
Ukropina hit a 46-yard field goal with 2:27 left, essentially sealing Stanford’s sixth win over USC in 
their last nine meetings.

Stanford and USC began their football meetings in 1905, but the past several years of the rivalry 
have been particularly memorable.

“Every game we play against these guys is going to be like this,” Shaw said.

Hogan didn’t excel in either of his first two clashes with Kessler and USC, which largely relied on 
its defense to beat Stanford twice. Hogan and Kessler both were in elite form for this meeting, but 
Stanford’s offensive line largely made the difference against USC’s defense.

“We were in position to win, but we were doing things that we weren’t doing in practice,” USC 
safety Chris Hawkins said.

USC won the opening coin toss and ran the ball right at the Cardinal, going 76 yards on a 
methodical opening drive capped by Tre Madden’s 5-yard touchdown run.

Hogan and his teammates quickly found the groove they missed in their first two games. The 
senior quarterback had plenty of time to pick apart USC’s secondary for 221 yards passing in the 
first half, including Hooper’s 16-yard touchdown catch late in the first half.

Smith-Schuster put the Trojans up 21-10 with a 54-yard catch-and-run touchdown in the second 
quarter, but Stanford scored twice in the final 3:53 of the first half. Cajuste put the Cardinal up 
24-21 with 3 seconds left with a 17-yard touchdown catch when Adoree Jackson slipped and fell.

Jackson also had an early 97-yard kickoff return for a touchdown erased by a penalty.

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Stanford Gets Pac-12 Road Win  
CORVALLIS, Ore. - No. 21 Stanford cruised to a 42-24 victory over Oregon State. Kevin Hogan, a 
game-time decision, completed nine of 14 passes for 163 yards and two touchdowns.

Christian McCaffrey ran for a career-high 206 yards and ended up with 303 all-purpose yards for 
Stanford, which held just a 21-17 lead at the half over the Beavers before a pair of third-quarter 
touchdowns.

Oregon State true freshman Seth Collins hit Jordan Villamin with a 40-yard scoring pass to open 
the fourth quarter and the Beavers pulled within 35-24, but Stanford answered with Barry Sanders’ 
65-yard touchdown run and Oregon State couldn’t catch up.

Collins passed for 275 yards and a touchdown, while rushing for another score. Villamin caught 
seven passes for 138 yards.

Sanders rushed for 97 yards and two scores for the Cardinal.

Oregon State first-year coach Gary Andersen said Stanford was the more physical team in the end.

Hogan was a question mark for the game after injuring his left ankle in the second half of an upset 
of then-No. 6 USC. He threw for 279 yards and two touchdowns in that one, gritting out a 41-31 
win that put Stanford back in the rankings.

He deftly moved the Cardinal downfield on the opening series of the game against the Beavers. 
Remound Wright capped the drive with a 1-yard scoring run.

Collins answered for the Beavers with a 1-yard touchdown run after finding Victor Bolden in traffic 
with a 7-yard pass to get close.

After Hogan hit Austin Hooper with a 42-yard touchdown pass to make it 14-7, Collins again led 
Oregon State on a successful drive that ended with redshirt freshman Ryan Nall’s 5-yard scoring 
run, the first touchdown of his career.

Stanford went up 21-14 in the second quarter on Wright’s 2-yard scoring run. But Cardinal starting 
defensive end Aziz Shittu was injured before the half and had to be helped from the field.

Shittu’s injury wasn’t the only blow sustained by the Cardinal defensive line, as senior defensive 
end Brennan Scarlett also went down. 

Garrett Owens made a 24-yard field goal for Oregon State just before halftime that cut the margin 
to 21-17.

Collins fumbled on the opening series of the second half and Stanford recovered on the Oregon 
State 9-yard line, but the Beavers’ defense held and the Cardinal had to settle for a 28-yard field 
goal attempt- which missed wide left.

Stanford began to pull away midway through the third quarter when Hogan hit Michael Rector 
with a 49-yard touchdown pass that extended the lead to 28-17.

Sanders added an 11-yard scoring run for the Cardinal later in the quarter.

Kevin Anderson, Stanford’s second-leading tackler, did not play because of an undisclosed injury. 
Teammates wrote his number on arm and elbow wraps.

Linebacker Joey Alfieri made his first career start against the Beavers. His dad, Phil, played 
defensive end at Oregon State from 1983-88.

It was Stanford’s sixth straight victory over Oregon State.

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Stanford Beats Arizona 
STANFORD, Calif. - Christian McCaffrey ran for 156 yards and a touchdown, Remound Wright 
scored three times and No. 18 Stanford overwhelmed Arizona, 55-17.

Kevin Hogan threw for 217 yards and two touchdowns to help the Cardinal win its fourth straight 
after an opening loss to Northwestern. Hogan also moved into fifth place on Stanford’s career 
passing yardage list.

Hogan played his second game on a sore left ankle, an injury that kept him in the pocket most of 
the night.

Barry Sanders added a 65-yard touchdown run for Stanford, which has scored 40 or more points 
in three straight games for the first time in 14 years. The Cardinal have scored at least 37 points in 
five straight against the Wildcats.

Jerrard Randall passed for 178 yards and a touchdown and rushed for another 67 yards for 
Arizona. The Wildcats were coming off a 56-30 home loss to UCLA.

Nick Wilson, who entered the game as the conference’s leading rusher, was held to 46 yards, 
though he had a touchdown.

Stanford’s brute force along the offensive line and McCaffrey’s nimbleness, proved too much for 
the Wildcats, who were without All-America linebacker Scooby Wright. The Cardinal gained 314 
yards on the ground and 570 in total offense.

McCaffrey, who rushed for a career-high 206 yards and ended up with 303 all-purpose yards one 
game earlier at Oregon State, became the first Stanford runner to have three consecutive 100-plus 
yards in more than two years.

Hogan completed 17 of 19 passes, including scoring tosses of 16 yards to Wright and 18 yards 
to Michael Rector. Conrad Okropina connected on a pair of field goals. Backup Keller Chryst 
completed all four of his passes, including his first career touchdown strike, a 6-yarder to Rollins 
Stallworth.

Arizona starting quarterback Anu Solomon did not make the trip after sustaining a concussion 
against UCLA. Randall opened the game in Solomon’s absence and never got untracked in the first 
half, leading the Wildcats on one scoring drive, a 26-yard field goal by Casey Skowron.

Brandon Dawkins took over in the fourth quarter without much success and the Wildcats dropped 
their fourth straight to Stanford and 10th in 13 overall.

Randall guided the Wildcats on an eight-play, 75-yard drive to open the second half. Arizona faced 
a second-and-25 play early in the drive, but Randall completed a 21-yard pass to Johnny Jackson 
and ran for another 28 to help set up his 15-yard scoring toss to Jackson.

McCaffrey, the son of former NFL star Ed McCaffrey, returned the ensuing kickoff 67 yards and 
Stanford’s scoring spree continued.

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McCaffrey Sets Rushing Record 
STANFORD, Calif. - One jaw-dropping catch by Francis Owusu nearly overshadowed a record-
setting performance from Christian McCaffrey.

Owusu pinned the ball on the back of a defender in the end zone for one of the most memorable 
catches in recent memory and McCaffrey did most of the rest with a school-record 243 yards 
rushing and four touchdowns in No. 15 Stanford’s 56-35 victory over No. 18 UCLA.

McCaffrey scored on a 70-yard run out of the wildcat, returned a kick 96 yards to set up another 
score and ran for three more touchdowns in a virtuoso performance that broke Toby Gerhart’s 
school record of 223 yards rushing in a game set in 2009.

McCaffrey finished with 369 all-purpose yards as the Cardinal beat the Bruins for the eighth 
straight time.

For all the accolades McCaffrey earned in this game, the lasting memory was provided by Owusu 
on his 41-yard touchdown catch.

It started with McCaffrey taking a direct snap in the wildcat and handing to Bryce Love on a jet 
sweep. Love then flipped the ball to quarterback Kevin Hogan, who had lined up as a receiver on 
the play. Hogan set himself in the backfield and threw deep to Owusu.

Despite being interfered with by a face-guarding Jaleel Wadood in the end zone, Owusu still 
managed to trap the ball against Wadood’s back while not even being able to see it. Owusu 
managed to keep his hand on the ball to maintain control as the two fell to the ground.

Shaw had already assumed it would be incomplete and was looking at his chart for the next play 
when he was told Owusu made the catch. The usually stoic Shaw then cracked a smile on the 
sideline.

Hogan threw for 131 yards and three touchdowns on eight completions and McCaffrey took over 
the national lead in all-purpose yards.

Josh Rosen threw for 325 yards and three touchdowns. Paul Perkins ran for 104 and a score, but 
the Bruins still dropped their second straight contest to fall further back in the Pac-12 South race.

Stanford maintained its dominance in this series with its most overwhelming performance in 
decades. The Cardinal have outscored the Bruins 277-131 during the current streak and had its 
highest-scoring game against the Bruins since a 57-0 win in 1929.

The Bruins’ injury-depleted defense had no answer for the power running and trick plays from 
Stanford’s offense. The Bruins have lost star linebacker Myles Jack and three other defensive 
starters to season-ending injuries, and the absences showed against the Cardinal.

The offenses had their way for most of the first half, but Stanford went into the break with a 35-17 
lead thanks to a 31-yard interception return for a touchdown by Alijah Holder that opened the 
scoring, a 96-yard kickoff return for McCaffrey that set up another score and two more touchdown 
runs by McCaffrey.

UCLA receiver Kenneth Walker was ejected late in the first half for a targeting penalty on a block 
on Stanford linebacker Blake Martinez.

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Cardinal Gets Sixth Straight Win 
STANFORD, Calif. - Christian McCaffrey caught a touchdown pass, ran for another score and 
gained 300 all-purpose yards in another sterling all-around performance to lead No. 10 Stanford 
to its sixth straight victory, 31-14, over Washington.

Kevin Hogan threw for 290 yards and two scores for the Cardinal. 

McCaffrey, who entered the game with an FBS-best 253 all-purpose yards per game, had a 50-yard 
touchdown catch and 7-yard scoring run in the third quarter. In all, he ran 23 times for 109 yards, 
caught five passes for a career-high 112 yards and added 79 yards on kick returns in his third 300-
yard all-purpose game of the season.

The Huskies were no match for the Cardinal, especially with starting quarterback Jake Browning 
watching after he appeared to hurt his right shoulder late in last week’s loss to Oregon. Backup 
K.J. Carta-Samuels completed just 9 of 21 passes for 118 yards as Washington didn’t even cross 
midfield until the third quarter.

Huskies freshman running back Myles Gaskin ran for 108 yards and a score for his third straight 
100-yard game. Gaskin ran five times for 57 yards on the opening drive of the third quarter to cut 
Stanford’s lead to 17-7.

McCaffrey took over from there. He sneaked out of the backfield on the next drive and hauled in a 
deep pass from Hogan before outrunning the defense for the touchdown.

McCaffrey then iced the game with his touchdown run to cap the next drive, making it 31-7. 
McCaffrey became the first Stanford player to top 100 yards receiving and rushing in the same 
game since Glyn Milburn did it in 1991 against Oregon State.

The matchup between the Pac-12’s top offense and top defense was one-sided from the start. 
Stanford took the opening kickoff and drove 62 yards in six plays for the score on Hogan’s 21-yard 
pass to Austin Hooper.

The Huskies struggled to move the ball in Carta-Samuels’ his first career start. He entered 
with three career pass attempts, was frequently off-target and could not even make the easy 
completions. The Huskies had just two first downs and 58 yards in the first half and never stood 
a chance.

The Cardinal methodically moved the ball downfield on their third drive, going 90 yards on 15 
plays capped by Remound Wright’s 1-yard dive.

A late 28-yard field goal by Conrad Ukropina made it 17-0 at the break.

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Ukropina’s Field Goal Lifts Stanford 
PULLMAN, Wash. - Washington State kicker Erik Powell missed wide right on a 43-yard field goal 
as time expired, allowing Stanford to escape with a 30-28 win on a day Powell tied Drew Dunning’s 
2003 school record with five makes despite rainy, windy conditions.

Conrad Ukropina kicked a 19-yard field goal with 1:54 left to put Stanford ahead.

Kevin Hogan ran for 112 yards and two touchdowns for Stanford to help keep the Cardinal 
undefeated in Pac-12 play.

Hogan completed just 10 of 19 passes for 86 yards. But he ran 14 times, including a 59-yard 
touchdown run, and even out-rushed teammate Christian McCaffrey, who finished with 107 yards 
rushing to go over 1,000 for the season.

Washington State had a three-game winning streak snapped.

Stanford punted while trailing 28-27 with 5:08 left, but got the ball back on Quenton Meeks’ 
second interception of the game with 3:27 remaining. That set up Ukropina’s field goal.

Stanford scored first on Ukropina’s 32-yard field goal, but then Powell hit four straight kicks -- 
including makes from 46 and 47 yards -- to put Washington State up 12-3 at halftime.

The Cougars opened the second half by driving to the Stanford 11, but two incomplete passes 
killed the drive and Powell kicked a 28-yard field goal for a 15-3 lead.

Stanford replied with the game’s first touchdown on Remound Wright’s 2-yard dive. The score was 
set up by Hogan’s 39-yard bootleg scramble.

Washington State came right back with a 75-yard drive in four plays, the final a 19-yard touchdown 
pass from Luke Falk to Marks for a 22-10 lead.

Ukropina kicked a 32-yard field goal late in the third, then Hogan’s 59-yard touchdown run cut the 
Washington State lead to 22-20.

On the next series, Meeks intercepted Falk, giving Stanford the ball on Washington State’s 17. 
Hogan ran 6 yards untouched up the middle to give Stanford a 27-22 lead in the opening seconds 
of the fourth.

Washington State came back with an 81-yard drive that ended with Falk hitting River Cracraft for a 
1-yard touchdown pass. Falk’s conversion pass failed and the Cougars led 28-27.

After Ukropina’s kick, Washington State marched to the Stanford 29 and Powell hooked his 
attempt wide.

Falk completed 35 of 61 passes for 354 yards and two touchdowns, along with two interceptions.

Washington State gained 442 yards of offense in the game, to 312 for Stanford.
