2019 POSTGAME NOTES

TEAM
• Saturday marked the fifth consecutive game in which the Cardinal has not allowed a first quarter touchdown
• Stanford has not been shut out under Bradford M. Freeman Director of Football David Shaw ... has scored in 163 consecutive games dating back to Nov. 11, 2006
• David Shaw is now 83-27 in his head coaching career, including 6-5 against USC
• Under David Shaw (2011-current), Stanford is 29-6 vs. in-state opponents

INDIVIDUAL
WR CONNOR WEDINGTON
• Recorded career-high 197 all-purpose yards (67 receiving, 17 rushing, 103 kick return)
• Caught his first career touchdown (15 yards) on Stanford’s opening drive
• Career-long 60-yard kickoff return ... was the longest return for the Cardinal since Cameron Scarlett’s 74-yard return at UCLA on Nov. 24, 2018

QB DAVIS MILLS
• Made first career start
• Threw his first career touchdown (15 yards) to Connor Wedington on Stanford’s opening drive
• His 237 yards in debut were the most for a Cardinal quarterback since Kevin Hogan’s 254 in 2012

OLB THUNDER KECK
• Recorded first career forced fumble, which was recovered by Tobe Umerah

OLB TOBE UMERAH
• Recorded first career fumble recovery after Thunder Keck forced the fumble

OT WALTER ROUSE
• Made first career start, becoming the second true freshman to start for Stanford at left tackle since 2000 (Walker Little, 2017)

SS KENDALL WILLIAMSON
• Matched a career-high with seven tackles (at UCLA, Nov. 24, 2018)

RB AUSTIN JONES
• Caught his first career reception and finished with two catches for 19 yards
