
No. 2 Stanford (4-0-2, 0-0-0)
vs. San Diego State (2-4-1, 0-0-0) | Sunday, September 18 • 2:00 p.m. PT | Pac-12 Networks

LOOKING AHEAD » Stanford faces off against San Diego State on Sunday in the second conference contest 
of the season. The Cardinal and Aztecs kickoff at 2 p.m. PT while the game will be broadcast on Pac-12 
Networks.

STANFORD-SAN DIEGO STATE SERIES » Stanford is 24-12-8 in the all-time series against San Diego State 
with the most recent matchups coming during the 2021 season. Last year, the Aztecs earned a victory in 
San Diego before the Cardinal took the win later in the season on The Farm. The match at Stanford was the 
second best offensive output for the Cardinal all season, as the team tallied 4 goals in the shutout victory. 
In the history of the series, Stanford owns a .636 winning percentage against its Southern California rival.

DRAW WITH THE BRUINS » Stanford opened its conference slate on Thursday against No. 25 UCLA in Ca-
gan Stadium. The Cardinal held the advantage in shots and corners over the full 90 minutes, but was un-
able to find the decsive goal. In the end, the match ended in a 0-0 tie.

CLASHED WITH CREIGHTON » The Cardinal took on the Bluejays in Omaha, Nebraska for the first road 
contest of the year. Carlo Agostinelli opened the scoring just 41 seconds into the match and the Cardinal 
held the lead for the majority of the game. Creighton equalized, however, in the 74th minute. Matt Frank 
made three incredible saves to keep the game tied and Stanford stayed undefeated on the season after 
the draw in Omaha.

FOUR GOALS FOR 4-0 » Stanford dismantled the San Jose State Spartans on Sunday, scoring four times 
while earning a shutout on defense. Carlo Agostinelli, Fletcher Bank, Liam Doyle, and Will Reilly eached 
scored during the match. Bank and Doyle also recorded two assists while Kwabena Kwakwa and Shane de 
Flores each bagged an assist as well. Kwakwa’s assist was his first career point for the Cardinal.

PERFECT START » Stanford improved to 3-0 on the season thanks to a three goal effort against UC Davis 
last Thursday afternoon. Shane de Flores and Layton Purchase each scored their first career goals while 
Jackson Kiil netted his second strike in three games to start the season. Matt Frank earned his second 
clean sheet of the season and Carlo Agostinelli, Fletcher Bank, and Cam Cilley each recorded an assist 
during the match.

DEFENSIVE SUCCESS » Matt Frank is leading the Pac-12 in three of four goalkeeper categories. He cur-
rently has allowed only two goals (first in Pac-12), owns a 0.34 goals against average (first in Pac-12), and 
has a save percentage of 0.867 (first in Pac-12). Frank has only allowed one goal during the run of play 
(against Creighton). The other goal Frank has allowed came from a penalty shot  against SMU. Nationally, 
Frank is 18th in save percentage, 12th in goals against average, has led the Cardinal to seventh in shutout 
percentage (.667), and has helped the Cardinal to 15th in goal differential (10). 

FIRING ON ALL CYLINDERS » Stanford has scored 12 goals through six games for the third time in the last 
five seasons (2017, 2020, 2022) with a wide variety of players getting involved offensively. The Cardinal has 
seven different goal scorers this season, five of whom are underclassmen. Six players have recorded as-
sists this season as well, led by Fletcher Bank who has four. His tally also leads the Pac-12. Nationally, Carlo 
Agostinelli ranks among the best in shots per game, currently in eighth with a 4.00 average. The redshirt ju-
nior forward has tallied three goals and two assists this season and leads the Pac-12 in total shots with 23.

VETERAN DEFENSE » Matt Frank leads the Stanford defense for the second consecutive season along se-
nior defenders Keegan Hughes and Keegan Tingey. Noah Adnan will look to bring stability to the back 
line in his second season as a starting defender alongside Hughes at the back. Stanford’s defenders sit in 
second on the charts among current players in points with 14 points (four goals, six assists). Tingey and 
Adnan sit in third and sixth overall among the ranks of their teammates for career points with 13 (two 
goals, nine assists) and six (three goals) respectively.

NEW LOOK OFFENSE » Stanford’s three top scorers from the 2021 campaign entered the pro ranks follow-

ing the season, leaving room up front for new attackers. Zach Ryan (New York Redbulls), Ousseni Bouda 
(San Jose Earthquakes), and Will Richmond (San Jose Earthquakes) all joined MLS programs after the sea-
son. Juniors Carlo Agostinelli and Layton Purchase will look to fill the void along with sophomore Jackson 
Kiil and freshmen Alfonso Tenconi-Gradillas and Liam Doyle. Doyle, Kiil and Purchase have each scored for 
the Cardinal in the first four games of the season.

NATIONAL RANKINGS » Boasting a number two overall ranking, Stanford has been dominant in multiple 
statistical categories so far this season. Nationally, the Cardinal ranks 15th in goal differential (+10), 43rd in 
points per game (6.0), 38th in scoring offense (2.0), 14th in shots per game (17.0), 14th in shots on goal per 
game (7.83), and fifth in team goals against average (0.33).

AGAINST RANKED » The Cardinal is 34-22-16 all-time against ranked opponents under Jeremy Gunn, in-
cluding 27-10-11 in its last 48, and is 9-5-7 in its last 21 against top-10 teams, with wins over No. 5 Oregon
State and No. 6 Washington during the spring of 2021.

CHECKING IN THE POLLS » The Cardinal was picked to finish fourth in the the Pac-12 in its preseason 
coaches poll, earning 14 points, behind the tied leaders Oregon State and Washington with 21 each. UCLA 
was selected third with 18 while SDSU was picked fifth and California sixth.  After beginning the preseason 
unranked in the United Soccer Coaches Poll, the Cardinal launched up to third in the nation following one 
week of play. After decisive wins against UC Davis and San Jose State, Stanford moved up again, claiming 
second place in the poll, behind only the reigning NCAA Champion Clemson.

FRESHMAN FIREPOWER » Stanford brings in a full recruiting class of nine new players, Liam Doyle and 
Fletcher Bank who have recorded six and seven points over the first four matches of the season respective-
ly. Bank comes from Bakersfield California alsongside his twin brother, Palmer, and Doyle hails from Tokyo, 
Japan. The pair are both currently in the top five in goals, assists and points in the Pac-12. Zach Bohane and 
Will Cleary have also featured for the Cardinal during the first four games, with Cleary earning the start in 
each of the contests so far this season.

SEASON REWIND » The Cardinal completed two seasons during 2021, including the 2020 campaign that 
was pushed to spring of 2021 due to the COVID-19 global pandemic. In a shortened season that featured 
predominantly conference opponents, Stanford finished 10-3-1 and claimed its sixth Pac-12 champion-
ship in the last seven years. The Cardinal boasted two top-10 victories, over No. 5 Oregon State and No. 
6 Washington, and advanced to the third round of the NCAA Tournament in its eighth straight trip to the 
postseason.

During the fall of 2021, Stanford finished 6-6-6, the most ties that a Stanford squad has recorded with Gunn 
at the helm. The Cardinal finished fourth in conference, behind Oregon State, Washington, and UCLA. Stan-
ford was picked fourth in the Pac-12 preseason poll ahead of the 2022 season.

A DOMINANT RUN » Under Jeremy Gunn, Stanford has solidified its place among college soccer’s elite. No 
team has won more NCAA titles since 2006 than the Cardinal (3), and Stanford ranks third nationally among 
all teams with 70 wins and a .767 win percentage over the last five seasons. The Cardinal has won six of the 
last eight Pac-12 championships, including five straight titles from 2014-18.

CHAMPIONSHIP PEDIGREE » Stanford is one of just two programs to win three straight NCAA titles (2015-
17). Virginia won four in a row from 1991-94. It is also one of seven to win at least three national champi-
onships along with Saint Louis (10), Indiana (8), Virginia (7), San Francisco (4), UCLA (4) and Maryland (4). 
Stanford went 52-7-10 (.826) during its three-year championship run.

PAC-12 PROWESS » Stanford has won six of the last eight conference titles, setting a Pac-12 record with 
championships each year from 2014-18. No team has won more conference games than Stanford since 
2014, with an overall record of 52-13-15. Jeremy Gunn is the only coach in league history to win more than 
two consecutive Pac-12 titles. Stanford has won at least six conference games in seven of the last eight 
seasons.

GREAT UNDER GUNN » One of four coaches to win NCAA titles in both Division I and Division II, head coach 
Jeremy Gunn has led a team to the College Cup final four times in the past ten seasons. He and Virginia’s 
Bruce Arena (1991-94) are the only coaches to win three consecutive NCAA men’s soccer championships. 
His teams are 130-41-36 (.736) in his ten seasons on The Farm and he owns a career record of 317-102-607 
(.729) in 23 seasons, a mark which makes him the third winningest active coach at the Division I level (by 
percentage).
