CARDINAL NOTES

Against No. 1

L1t has been almost exactly nine years since the last time Stanford hosted the No. 1
team in the nation on The Farm. Stanford took two of three against top-ranked Arizona
State, April 4-6,2008. The visitors won the first game in 10 innings, 6-4, but Stanford
routed the Sun Devils, 12-2 and 10-2 in the final two games.

We’re No. 1 =«

L Stanford leads the Pac-12 in fielding percentage for the second straight year (.981).
Last year, the Cardinal ranked No. 1 in the nation in fielding percentage (.983), and set a
school record, which eclipsed the previous mark set in 2005 (.977).

L The Cardinal’s 35 errors last season were the fewest in the country (295 teams), and
also a program record. The previous Stanford standard for fewest errors in a season was
49, set in 2009.

Home Sweet Home {3

L Stanford is 11-2 at home this year and has won 18 of the last 20 at Sunken Diamond.

LJ Stanford has doubled up its opponents, has outscored them 56-27 at home this year.
L Stanford has a .988 fielding percentage on its home field (opponents at .967).

Ld Opponents are hitting just .178 at Sunken this year (Stanford hitting .278).

LJ Stanford’s ERA is 1.91 at home and opponents ERA is 3.90.

L Stanford had a 12-game home win streak between 2016-17—longest since a 16-game
streak in 2004—snapped by Texas on March 2. Stanford won next three games of series.
