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THE GAME: For the fi rst time since she arrived at 
Stanford in 1985, Tara VanDerveer will face Idaho, 
the school that gave VanDerveer her fi rst collegiate 
head coaching job. Sunday’s tip-off  is 2 p.m. at Ma-
ples Pavilion. Joaquin Wallace, Jordan Watkins and 
Kaylee Johnson have the call on GoStanford.com’s 
live stream while Kevin Danna will handle the radio 
broadcast also on GoStanford.com.

THE RUNDOWN: The Cardinal opened its season 
Wednesday with a 71-43 victory over UC Davis, giv-
ing the Cardinal its 20th consecutive home-opening 
victory … Over the past 11 seasons, Stanford is 21-1 
in its fi rst two home games … The only loss was 
Nov. 23, 2015, against Santa Clara, 61-58 … Stan-
ford is in the preseason AP poll for the 19th con-
secutive season and, at No. 7, is one of three Pac-12 
teams in the top 10.

VS. IDAHO: Stanford is 2-0 all-time against Idaho, 
but hasn’t played the Vandals since they met twice 
in 1981 in a home-and-home series. On Feb. 11, 
Ann Miller drove for the go-ahead basket in the 
fi nal minute of a 71-68 victory in Moscow, Idaho. 
VanDerveer had just left  Idaho and was in her fi rst 
season at Ohio State. On Dec. 30, Louise Smith had 
24 points and 19 rebounds in a 79-65 victory at 
Maples Pavilion as part of an eight-game winning 
streak that tied a Stanford record.

VANDERVEER CONNECTION WITH IDAHO: Tara 
VanDerveer had coached JV’s at Indiana and spent 
a season as an assistant at Ohio State when she 

received her fi rst collegiate head coaching posi-
tion, at Idaho in 1978. The program had only one 
winning season in its four-year varsity history when 
VanDerveer took over. In her fi rst season, Idaho 
went 17-8. A season later, the Vandals went 25-6 and 
earned an invitation to the 1980 AIAW tournament, 
the precursor to the NCAA’s. Aft er two seasons, she 
became head coach at Ohio State. VanDerveer, 
whose .750 winning percentage is second in Idaho 
history, has never coached against Idaho.

• Lexie Hull produced a double-double (11 points, 11 rebounds), becoming the fi rst freshman to ac-

• Stanford dominated the boards, totaling 50 compared to UC Davis’ 25. In addition to Hull’s 11 re-
bounds, Alyssa Jerome chipped in with a career-best eight caroms off  the bench.

• The Cardinal shot 13-18 from the charity stripe, highlighted by Alanna Smith’s career-best seven 
makes. The Aggies made 7-13.

• Marta Sniezek, who needs nine more assists to tie Kate Starbird (1993-97) for 10th in program history, 
is sidelined with a thumb injury and was the only Cardinal player who did not see action.

EXHIBITION RECAP »
Stanford scored the game’s fi rst 15 points and never looked back, routing visiting Vanguard 87-36 in its 
exhibition on Nov. 1. The Cardinal used 13 players and 12 scored. Freshman Lexie Hull started and led the 
Cardinal with 11 points and fi ve assists, Maya Dodson chipped in 10 points on 5-of-8 shooting to go with a 
game-high four blocks and Nadia Fingall took care of the glass with 10 rebounds.
