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ANNE AND TONY JOSEPH
DIRECTOR OF MEN’S BASKETBALL
JEROD HAASE

In three seasons as Stanford’s
Anne and Tony Joseph Director of
Men’s Basketball, Jerod Haase has
instilled an invested, tough and
selfless attitude into the program.

Since arriving on The Farm, the Cardinal has won 61
games, recorded its best conference finish and most
league wins in a decade and earned a postseason
berth for the first time in three years.

Fueled by back-to-back top-25 recruiting classes,
Haase’s 2018-19 squad featured freshmen and
sophomores accounting for 80 percent of the
scoring and rebounding. With one of the youngest
rosters in the nation, Stanford won 15 games facing
one of the toughest road schedules in Division I.

In 2017-18, Haase guided Stanford to a third-place
finish in the Pac-12 with 11 conference wins, the
program’s highest finish and most league victories
in 10 seasons. Competing without two starters for
half the season, Stanford won 19 games overall and
earned a postseason berth for the first time in three
years with a second-round appearance in the NIT.

Several players have flourished under Haase’s
tutelage. KZ Okpala became Stanford’s latest NBA
Draft pick in 2019. Along with Okpala’s first team
all-conference selection and Josh Sharma’s All-
Pac-12 nod, Reid Travis was a two-time First Team
All-Pac-12 selection in 2018 and a two-time NABC
All-District pick. Dorian Pickens was named an all-
conference player for his performance on the court
and the Pac-12 Scholar-Athlete of the Year for his
efforts in the classroom in 2018. Daejon Davis was
named to the five-member Pac-12 All-Freshman
Team in 2018.

During Haase’s first season in 2016-17, Stanford
posted 14 wins against a challenging schedule and
finished among the nation’s top-10 percent in the
classroom. Haase was appointed Stanford’s 18th
head coach in school history on March 25, 2016.

At UAB, Haase led the Blazers to the 2016 regular-
season Conference USA championship and the
program’s 15th all-time NCAA Tournament berth in
2015. Haase was 80-53 overall in four seasons while
improving the Blazers’ win total every year.

Prior to UAB, Haase played for Roy Williams at Kan-
sas and spent 13 years on Williams’ staff with the
Jayhawks and Tar Heels. Haase is a 1997 graduate
of Kansas with a degree in business administration.

LAST TIME OUT

Tyrell Terry hit a go-ahead 3-pointer with under two minutes to play and Stanford overcame a 12-point
deficit to defeat Washington 61-55 on Thursday night. With the win, Stanford remains atop the Pac-12
standings at 2-0.

Daejon Davis scored 12 points, including a game-tying 3-pointer, all in the second half for the Cardinal
which has won six of seven. Spencer Jones scored 14, Oscar da Silva and Terry each had 11. The 13-2
record represents Stanford’s best start since the 2007-08 season.

EARLY SAMPLE SIZE, BUT...

Stanford debuted at No. 9 in the first edition of the NCAA’s NET rankings released on Dec. 16. Nearly
three weeks later, the Cardinal checks in at No. 16. Stanford is the third-highest rank among Pac-12
programs, while five teams rank in the top 50 and nine in the top 100.

TURNIT OVER

Forcing its opponents to cough up the ball, Stanford has goaded its opponents into turnovers on 24.6
percent of possessions, which ranks 13th-best nationally per KenPom. Cardinal opponents are averag-
ing 17.3 turnover per game, with each of its last five tallying at least 17. Stanford limited its first 12 foes
to less than 70 points, representing the first time the Cardinal accomplished the feat since a 13-game
stretch from Nov. 12, 1999-Jan. 13, 2000.

BASKETBALL’S BIG GAME

Stanford moved to 5-3 in the Jerod Haase era against rival California with 68-52 win Jan. 2 The teams
have split each of the season series since his appointment in 2016, with the Cardinal also picking up an
18-point victory in the 2018 Pac-12 Tournament over the Bears. Cal leads the all-time series, 148-125,
with the first meeting dating back to 1913-14. Stanford is 28-15 in the series since the turn of the millen-
nium.

LOOKING FOR A SWEEP

Stanford is looking for its first weekend sweep of Washington and Washington State since going 4-0
against the Evergreen State duo in 2017-18. An undefeated weekend would represent the fifth home
sweep of the Washington schools in the last six tries.

LEAVING NO DOUBT

10 of Stanford’s 12 victories have come by double digits, including four 20-point wins and a season-best
31-point rout of William & Mary on Nov. 21. Stanford produced 10 double-digit wins overall in 2018-19.
Meanwhile, the Cardinal’s plus-13.2 scoring margin ranks second in the Pac-12 and 28th in the nation.

TERRY MAKES IMMEDIATE IMPACT

Freshman Tyrell Terry has been dynamic while running the offense, scoring in double figures in 13
games. Included in that stretch were back-to-back double-doubles against William & Mary (Nov. 21)
and Oklahoma (Nov. 25), becoming the first Cardinal freshman with consecutive double-doubles since
Michael Humphrey in 2015. Terry, who has produced five 20-point games, is averaging 14.8 points to go
along with 5.5 rebounds and 3.5 assists. Terry is shooting 46.2 percent overall, 40.0 percent from three-
point range and league-leading 89.2 percent from the foul line.

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EUROPEAN ADVENTURE

Stanford embarked on a 10-day European tour from Aug. 18-28, visiting Italy, Germany and Switzerland
as part of an educational and cultural experience that included four exhibition games. In addition to its
11 returnees, the Cardinal’s four-member freshman class joined the tour. Other highlights: a team visit to
Oscar da Silva’s hometown of Munich and walk-ons Sam Beskind and Rodney Herenton being presented
with scholarships in a surprise ceremony on Lake Como.

CONTAINING THE COUGS

Stanford has won six consecutive matchups with Washington State, and nine of the last 10. The Cardinal
is undefeated against WSU in the Jerod Haase era. The series history dates back to 1916-17, with Stanford
holding an 80-60 lead over the first 140 meetings.

TEST THE STOCK MARKET

Stanford has registered double digit stocks (steals + blocks) in 14 of 15 contests this season, and averages
12.2 per game this season. Four Stanford players average north of a steal per game: Daejon Davis (1.9),
Tyrell Terry (1.8), Oscar da Silva (1.5) and Bryce Wills (1.1). Additionally, Spencer Jones paces the team
with 1.0 blocks per game.

SHOOTERS SHOOT

In addition to playing elite defense, Stanford’s 47.9 percent field goal percentage ranks 26th in the coun-
try. The Cardinal has connected on 50.0 percent or better from the floor nine times this season. Oscar da
Silva’s 60.3 percent shooting clip leads the Cardinal while James Keefe (54.3) is also above 50 percent.

da SILVA’s STRONG START

Picking up where he left off in 2018-19, Oscar da Silva has emerged as Stanford’s top scorer (16.6 ppg)
and rebounder (5.7 rpg). Reaching double-figure scoring in 13 of 15 games, da Silva is shooting 60.3
percent overall and has been the Cardinal’s most frequent visitor to the foul line, making 61-75 for 81.3
percent. Against UNC Wilmington on Dec. 1, da Silva poured in a career-high 26 points after making 11-14
from the field, while the Munich, Germany native scored a career-best eight points from the free throw
line against Kansas Dec. 29.

JONES’ SHARP-SHOOTING FROM DEEP

Since being inserted into the starting lineup following the season opener, freshman Spencer Jones (9.7
ppg, 3.9 rpg) has provided a spark. Of Jones’ 48 field goals, 41 have come from three-point territory,
including his first 17 buckets to begin the season. Jones, who has reached double figures in scoring seven
times, has made a team-best 45.6 percent (41-for-90) from long range while his size and athleticism have
presented matchup issues for opponents.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

The Cardinal is 10-1 at home this season inside Maples Pavilion, including eight consecutive victories to
begin the season. Stanford has won 76.3 percent (45-14) of its home contests under head coach Jerod
Haase, and boasts an all-time mark of 549-219 (.715) at Maples, dating back to 1968.

ANOTHER TOP-25 RECRUITING CLASS

Stanford announced the signings of Max Murrell (Omaha, Nebraska), Noah Taitz (Las Vegas, Nevada)
and Brandon Angel (San Diego, California) to National Letters of Intent for the 2020-21 campaign. The
Cardinal’s three-member class is ranked No. 19 in the nation and second in the Pac-12 by 247Sports.

FLOOR BURNS

During his playing career at Kansas, Jerod Haase was known for his energy and passion on
the court. Whether it be diving for loose balls or taking charges, Haase’s trademark hustle
was always on display. During his time with the Jayhawks, the “floor burns” statistic was
created in his honor and is still tracked by the program. Haase totaled 167 floor burns dur-
ing the 1996-97 season. Stanford’s individual 2019-20 totals (108 combined) are as follows:
