SETTING THE SCENE
Looking to right the ship after dropping a tight battle Thursday, Stanford (16-8, 5-6 Pac-12) is set to host
Arizona on Saturday, Feb. 15 at 7:30 p.m. on Pac-12 Networks.

THE OPENING TIP

+ With a win, Stanford will move back to .500 in Pac-12 play, after dropping three close contests in a row.
« Junior Oscar da Silva leads the team with 15.9 points per game, a mark which ranks 10th in the confer-
ence. He also holds the 22nd-best national mark in field goal percentage (60.2), and was the Pac-12
Player of the Week for Jan. 27-Feb. 2.

« Stanford held 12 of its 13 non-conference opponents below 70 points and has limited its Pac-12 foes
to an average of 64.5 points per game, which paces the conference. The program also boasts the best
overall scoring defense in the Pac-12 (61.4), and the 13th-best nationally. As of Feb. 12, KenPom rates the
Cardinal defense as the 10th-most efficient in the country.

« Tyrell Terry tied a career-high with 24 points against Arizona State, matching the total he put up last
month at UCLA. Terry has eight 20-point outings this season, and is averaging 16.3 points per game in
Pac-12 play, which is seventh-best in the conference and leads all first year players.

« Stanford is in search of its first win against the Wildcats since a 76-60 triumph on Jan. 4,2009, which
was also the Cardinal’s last home victory over Arizona. Landry Fields led squad in 2009 with a 19-point,
11-rebound double-double. The 16-point margin of victory was Stanford’s largest over Arizona since a
17-point victory in 1982-83 (86-69).

IT’S A BEAUTIFUL DAE

Daejon Davis has seen the most success among active Stanford players against Arizona, boasting a career
average of 10.3 points per game. Davis upped his production to 14.5 per night a year ago, adding 5.5
rebounds and 5.5 assists per game to go with the scoring, including eight assists Feb. 24 in Tucson. Oscar
da Silva contributed 10.5 points per game against Arizona last season.

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ANNE AND TONY JOSEPH
DIRECTOR OF MEN’S BASKETBALL
JEROD HAASE

In three seasons as Stanford’s
Anne and Tony Joseph Director of
Men’s Basketball, Jerod Haase has
instilled an invested, tough and
selfless attitude into the program.

Since arriving on The Farm, the Cardinal has won 64
games, recorded its best conference finish and most
league wins in a decade and earned a postseason
berth for the first time in three years.

Fueled by back-to-back top-25 recruiting classes,
Haase’s 2018-19 squad featured freshmen and
sophomores accounting for 80 percent of the
scoring and rebounding. With one of the youngest
rosters in the nation, Stanford won 15 games facing
one of the toughest road schedules in Division I.

In 2017-18, Haase guided Stanford to a third-place
finish in the Pac-12 with 11 conference wins, the
program’s highest finish and most league victories
in 10 seasons. Competing without two starters for
half the season, Stanford won 19 games overall and
earned a postseason berth for the first time in three
years with a second-round appearance in the NIT.

Several players have flourished under Haase’s
tutelage. KZ Okpala became Stanford’s latest NBA
Draft pick in 2019. Along with Okpala’s first team
all-conference selection and Josh Sharma’s All-
Pac-12 nod, Reid Travis was a two-time First Team
All-Pac-12 selection in 2018 and a two-time NABC
All-District pick. Dorian Pickens was named an all-
conference player for his performance on the court
and the Pac-12 Scholar-Athlete of the Year for his
efforts in the classroom in 2018. Daejon Davis was
named to the five-member Pac-12 All-Freshman
Team in 2018.

During Haase’s first season in 2016-17, Stanford
posted 14 wins against a challenging schedule and
finished among the nation’s top-10 percent in the
classroom. Haase was appointed Stanford’s 18th
head coach in school history on March 25, 2016.

At UAB, Haase led the Blazers to the 2016 regular-
season Conference USA championship and the
program’s 15th all-time NCAA Tournament berth in
2015. Haase was 80-53 overall in four seasons while
improving the Blazers’ win total every year.

Prior to UAB, Haase played for Roy Williams at Kan-
sas and spent 13 years on Williams’ staff with the
Jayhawks and Tar Heels. Haase is a 1997 graduate
of Kansas with a degree in business administration.

LAST TIME OUT

Tyrell Terry tied his career high with 24 points, but Arizona State held on for a 74-69 victory over Stan-
ford on Thursday night in Maples Pavilion. Jaiden Delaire added 11 points for Stanford (16-8, 5-6), which
had beat the Sun Devils seven of their previous eight trips to Maples Pavilion.

James Keefe added a career-best nine points off the bench, while Bryce Wills scored eight while contrib-
uting four steals and two blocks on the defensive end. Terry added three assists and three steals to go
with his 24 points, which featured a perfect 6-for-6 mark from the free throw stripe.

FRESH PRINCE OF DELAIRE

Sophomore forward Jaiden Delaire has reached double figures in back to back games for the first time in
his career, averaging 15.0 points per game against Colorado and Arizona State. Delaire poured in 19 points
against Colorado, the second-highest scoring output of his career, and followed with 11 points at home vs.
the Sun Devils. Turning up the defense, he has tied a career-high with two blocked shots in each game.

FLOOR GENERAL

Freshman Tyrell Terry has been dynamic while running the offense, scoring in double figures in 22 of 23
appearances. Included in that stretch were back-to-back double-doubles against William & Mary (Nov.
21) and Oklahoma (Nov. 25), becoming the first Cardinal freshman with consecutive double-doubles
since Michael Humphrey in 2015. Terry, who has produced eight 20-point games, is averaging 15.7
points to go along with 4.9 rebounds and 3.2 assists. Terry is shooting 45.5 percent overall, 39.5 percent
from three-point range and 90.2 percent from the foul line. He ranks fourth among freshmen in the Pac-
12 in scoring, and is first among freshmen guards.

In Pac-12 play, Terry leads all freshmen with 16.3 points per game on a slash line of .447/.410/.917. His 90.2
percent overall mark from the foul line ranks eighth nationally, five percent better than second place Matt
Bradley (Cal).

JONES’ SHARP-SHOOTING FROM DEEP

Since being inserted into the starting lineup following the season opener, freshman Spencer Jones (9.4
ppg) has provided a spark. Of Jones’ 74 field goals, 64 have come from three-point territory, including
his first 17 buckets to begin the season. Jones, who has reached double figures in scoring 10 times,

has made a team-best 43.0 percent (64-for-149) from long range while his size and athleticism have
presented matchup issues for opponents.

MAN TO MAN

The Cardinal has held the top five scorers in the league, Remy Martin (Arizona State), Payton Pritchard (Or-
egon), Tres Tinkle (Oregon State), CJ Elleby (Washington State) and Timmy Allen (Utah) to just 35.8 percent
shooting (24-for-67) from the field. Expanding to the top 10, which includes Matt Bradley (Cal), Isaiah Stew-
art (Washington) and Onyeka Okongwu (USC), the number remains steady at 37.9 percent (44-for-116).

Overall, Stanford is limiting its Pac-12 foes to 39.4 percent from the field, and among the top 10 scorersin
the conference, only Martin and Okongwu have eclipsed their scoring averages.

Locking down on defense, Stanford limited Oregon and Utah to just six field goals apiece in the second
half of consecutive games. The Cardinal allowed the Ducks and Utes to just 24 and 22 points, respec-

THE NET RESULT

games remaining in the conference slate, the Cardinal is still in the mix at No. 33. Stanford is the fourth-
highest ranked in the Pac-12, behind Arizona (9), Colorado (17) and Oregon (25).

PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Averaging 24.5 points and 11.5 rebounds per game on the week, including a career-high 27 points with 15
rebounds against Oregon, junior captain Oscar da Silva was named the Pac-12 Player of the Week on Feb. 3.
The honor was the first of the year for Stanford, and the first of da Silva’s career. The Cardinal last won the
award Feb. 18 a year ago (Josh Sharma), and won three times in 2018-19. da Silva joins Tyrell Terry (Fresh-
man of the Week, Jan. 13) with weekly honors this season.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

The Cardinal is 10-3 at home this season inside Maples Pavilion, including eight consecutive victories to
begin the season. Stanford has won 73.7 percent (45-16) of its home contests under head coach Jerod
Haase, and boasts an all-time mark of 551-221 (.713) at Maples, dating back to 1968.

EUROPEAN ADVENTURE

Stanford embarked on a 10-day European tour from Aug. 18-28, visiting Italy, Germany and Switzerland
as part of an educational and cultural experience that included four exhibition games. In addition to its
11 returnees, the Cardinal’s four-member freshman class joined the tour. Other highlights: a team visit to
Oscar da Silva’s hometown of Munich and walk-ons Sam Beskind and Rodney Herenton being presented
with scholarships in a surprise ceremony on Lake Como.

FLOOR BURNS

During his playing career at Kansas, Jerod Haase was known for his energy and passion on
the court. Whether it be diving for loose balls or taking charges, Haase’s trademark hustle
was always on display. During his time with the Jayhawks, the “floor burns” statistic was
created in his honor and is still tracked by the program. Haase totaled 167 floor burns dur-
ing the 1996-97 season. Stanford’s individual 2019-20 totals (178 combined) are as follows:
