Objective
The purposes of this verification exercise are, by review of objective evidence, to independently
review:
e Whether the GHG emissions are as declared by the organization’s GHG assertion
e The data reported are accurate, complete, consistent, transparent and free of material error
or omission.

Criteria
Criteria against which the verification assessment is undertaken are the principles of 1SO

14064-1:2006.

Materiality
The materiality required of the verification was considered by SGS to 5%, based on the needs of the

intended user of the GHG Assertion.
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Conclusion

Gong-guan Campus, NTNU provided the GHG assertion based on the requirements of ISO14064-1:
2006. The GHG information for the period 01 January 2018 to 31 December 2018 disclosing
emissions of 5,278.113 metric tonnes of CO, equivalent and 0.0000 metric tonnes of direct CO,
emissions from the combustion of biomass are verified by SGS to a reasonable level of assurance,

consistent with the agreed verification scope, objectives and criteria.

This
assessment included the collection of evidence supporting the reported data, and checking whether
the provisions of the protocol reference, were consistently and appropriately applied.

- is prepared in accordance with 1SO14064-1:2006 on GHG quantification, monitoring and
