Our University’s mission statement captures our faculty, staff and students’ commitment to
building a sustainable future for all. It states, ““The University of Wisconsin-Green Bay
provides an interdisciplinary, problem-focused educational experience that prepares students
to think critically and address complex issues in a multicultural and evolving world. The
University enriches the quality of life for students and the community by embracing the
educational value of diversity, promoting environmental sustainability, encouraging engaged
citizenship, and serving as an intellectual, cultural and economic resource.”
