interrogation, right to counsel, guarantee against cruel and unusual
punishment, the right to privacy, and the equal protection clause
prohibiting discrimination.

This course is designed to explore different ways of thinking about
sex/gender, power, and justice, and examines how different theories
of gender, power and justice shape political activism.

Issues discussed include Arab-IsraeliPalestinian relationships,
specific interstate rivalries in the Middle East (Iran v Iraq), the role of
super-power politics, ongoing Middle East Peace negotiations, the
political economy of oil, and the effect of religious diversity on politics.
