American Art in the 21st Century How do we understand American art today? Contemporary art often asks us to set aside concepts of skill or beauty in favor of engagement with ideas that are both visually and conceptually challenging. This course will unpack some of the thought-provoking questions raised by living artists. Class sessions will focus on four concepts central to contemporary American art: environment, identity, migration, and technology. The course will also explore current social and artistic debates and offer a range of ways to gain insight into the creative process. Artists whose work will be considered include Kara Walker, Catherine Opie, Wendy Red Star, Kehinde Wiley, Cindy Sherman, and Jeff Koons.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

American Classical Music: Establishing a National Cultural Identity How does one define the sound of American “Classical” music? In such a large country, with many different regions, cultures, and styles of music, it’s hard to answer this question. John Kendall Bailey will take us on a journey of our country’s self-identity and exploration of musical style. From early musical beginnings in the colonial period, through the eventual founding of our own educational institutions in the late 1800s, composers struggled to break free of the influence of European composers and find a sound that was more “American.” Popular and academic forms of writing music were often at odds with each other, but also occasionally coalesced to create something distinctly “American.” Gershwin, Copland, and Bernstein will of course be featured, but also an enormous list of wonderful, inventive composers who have captured the sound of our country in remarkable ways - pushing, questioning, and redefining the frontiers of “classical” music.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Andrew Carnegie: Immigrant, Capitalist, and Philanthropist A Scotland-born bobbin boy’s life embodied the American dream. Andrew Carnegie rose from telegrapher to Captain of Industry and, some would say, Robber Baron. The consummate lifelong learner, he made learning, peace, and the arts priorities in his philanthropy. Carnegie ultimately gave away $60 million to fund a system of 1,689 public libraries across the country. These are the broad outlines of his life, but this short course will also chart his political and religious views, and how he shaped the nineteenth century. The “Bill Gates of his day,” Carnegie’s influence extends to the present through the institutions he created.Summer 2021 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 16: Peace, Justice & Strong Institutions

Armchair Traveler: St. Petersburg Saint Petersburg is Russia’s second largest city, its cultural heart, and my hometown. For almost two thirds of its 300-year-long history, Saint Petersburg served as Russia’s capital. From the reforms of Peter the Great to the Decembrist revolt of 1825, and again from the Bolshevik Revolution to the 900-day-long siege during World War II, the most important dramas of Russia’s history played out on the city’s stage. Saint Petersburg has also served as a gateway to and from Europe: Italian architects, Dutch shipbuilders, French restaurateurs, German artisans all contributed to the image of the city, depicted by Russian literary greats such as Pushkin and Dostoyevsky. Splendid architectural gems like the Winter Palace, the Peter-and-Paul Fortress, and the Church of the Savior-on-Blood make Saint Petersburg a veritable open-air museum. Indoor museums such as the Hermitage and the Russian Museum boast some of the world’s best collections of Western and Russian art, respectively. The city’s numerous rivers and canals, with their gorgeous bridges, earned it the nickname of “Venice of the North”—but Venice lacks Saint Petersburg’s “White Nights,” when the sun barely sets, turning bridges, statues, and wrought-iron lattice work into magical silhouettes. Yet the city’s physical geography presents a challenge too. Built on a marshy, flood-prone delta of the Neva River, Saint Petersburg is a marvel of urban engineering. Its location at 60°N makes it the world’s largest northern city; its population is greater than that of Helsinki, Stockholm, Oslo, Copenhagen, Reykjavik, and Anchorage combined—by a margin of nearly two million people! Join me for an exploration of this magnificent city and its historical significance.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Churchill’s England It was, his biographer Andrew Roberts reminds us, one of the greatest coincidences in history: on the same day, Friday, May 10, 1940, when Hitler unleashed his blitzkrieg on Western Europe, Winston Churchill became prime minister of the United Kingdom of Great Britain. At the very moment when Britain found itself in the direst crisis of its long history, the country found its greatest leader, and arguably the greatest Englishman since Shakespeare. This course will trace his long and winding road to power, the sources of his personality and worldview, his participation in the creation of Britain’s social security system, his performance in the many offices he held over the four decades before he achieved the highest office in 1940, his distinctive and prolific achievements as an orator (an estimated 5 million words in public speeches) and a writer (more than 6 million words in 37 books), and his masterly leadership as Britain’s wartime prime minister.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Engraved on the Heart: A History of Italy The great parade route of Western Civilization, from the ancient Greeks to us, spent more time on Italian soil than any other country. Yet her story is no straight line, but as ironic and convoluted as a Fellini movie. This course seeks to present an overview of the history of Italy, from the Bronze Age to the age of modern tourism, from Romans to the Renaissance, from Etruscans to Fascists. Our course stars (not at all in this order) Aeneas, Archimedes, Berlusconi, Lucrezia Borgia, Julius Caesar, Caligula, Casanova, Cyclops, Dante, Demeter, Dionysius, Etruscans, St. Francis, Galileo, Garibaldi, Giotto, Hannibal, Joe Banana, Leonardo da Vinci, Lombards, Sophia Loren, Santa Lucia, Machiavelli, Mafia, Matilda of Tuscany, Michelangelo, Montessori, Monteverdi, Mussolini, Nero, Patton, Pythagoras, Pyrrhus, Savonarola, St. Francis, Spartacus, Ulysses, Vandals (ancient and modern), Verdi, Vivaldi, and a cast of thousands, with images of Italy’s great art telling much of the story.Summer 2021 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 11: Sustainable Cities and Communities

Femme Fatales of the Fin-de-Siecle: Toulouse-Lautrec, Waterhouse, and Klimt In the late 19th century, many great artists explored the ageless theme of the femme fatale in myth and history. Mysterious but dangerous, or nymphs and goddesses, these women appeared magnetic to men for their irresistible seductive power, but their liaisons were often tragic. Whether fantasies projected by romantic or weak men or personae cultivated by the women themselves, these iconic images continue to fascinate.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Mass Publishing and the Rise of Scientific Exploration What do Frederick Cook and Robert Peary’s race to the North Pole, Henry Morton Stanley’s search for Dr. Livingston, and the airship Graf Zeppelin’s only arctic flight (1931) have in common? All three explorations were sponsored by the mass press. In the early twentieth century, exploration—even science-driven journeys—drove newspaper sales. In this class, we’ll unpack the relationship between mass publishing and scientific exploration during the last hundred years. We’ll proceed chronologically, considering the impact of the poetics of science writing, of photography, and of film on the rise of science communication and popularization in the twentieth century. Since expeditions are often international and collaborative in nature, this class will touch on both the U.S. and European media contexts. Discussion will be anchored in a key event: the airship Graf Zeppelin’s only arctic flight, in 1931. Initiated by Hearst Communications, overseen by Germany’s Ullstein Verlag, and reported by writer Arthur Koestler, this voyage enabled an international group of scientists and explorers to map the poorly charted Arctic areas, to take meteorological measurements, and to monitor the earth’s magnetic field in the Arctic region. It’s a compelling early popularization of the “story” of science, which paved the way for the kind of journalism we now enjoy in publications like National Geographic and Scientific American.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

On with the Show! The Birth of Broadway The lights of Broadway have always been bright, but before the neon and billboard of Time Square, were the candlelit salons of the New York elite and the gas lamps of Vaudeville. We’ll discuss the great producers and architects of the famous theaters as well as the artists that graced their stages. Discover the history of one of the Big Apple’s most iconic neighborhoods and the struggle of a new America trying to find its own voice through the medium of music and theater.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Respect: Minority Voices in Early Soul, Folk, and Rock For decades, ethnic minorities have expressed some of their strongest and most influential protest and social activism through popular music. This course will discuss and celebrate social commentary in early soul, reggae, rock, and folk, focusing on the musical voices of African-Americans, Jamaicans, Native Americans, and Latinos in the second half of the twentieth century. Among the artists featured will be soul greats like Aretha Franklin, Nina Simone, Stevie Wonder, and Curtis Mayfield; reggae superstar Bob Marley; Native Americans singer-songwriter Buffy Sainte-Marie; and Latino rockers from Ritchie Valens through Santana and Los Lobos.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

To the Ends of the Earth: The Trials, Triumphs, Failures and Glories of Sir Ernest Shackleton On three separate occasions Ernest Shackleton sought to reach the South Pole. On the first two attempts, he came closer each time, but had to turn around without achieving his goal. The third time (1914-16), he never had a chance to start. His ship the Endurance was locked in the ice and eventually crushed, leading to one of the great survival stories of all times.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Traveling with Letters in Literature Letters. Who doesn't like to receive a delicious letter in the mail, especially one that is well written? Last summer the first part of this course (no need to have taken that to enjoy this summer’s offering!) began to consider the value of letter writing and letters. This summer, more than a year into a Global Pandemic, we will read letters that allow us to travel—through time and space. We will share the page with self-educated British writer Lady Mary Wortley Montagu (1689-1762), a writer who traveled to Turkey and vividly described the lives of women and who was instrumental in introducing the smallpox vaccine to England. We will also journey to 19th century New England, reading some of Emily Dickinson’s letters (1830-1886) written during a period of national crisis. Next stop is nearer the present; we will explore two Bay Area writers. With Kathleen Fraser (1935-2019) we will travel to Italy with “5 Letters from One Window, San Gimignano, 1981,” while selections from Nathaniel Mackey’s (1947-) epistolary novel Bedouin Hornbook (1986) takes us for a ride along with an emerging jazz ensemble whose music travels the world. In this course, rather than through lectures, we will learn by reading, discussing, and writing a little bit together—all informally and with a view to sharing ideas about what letters make possible for these writers and even ourselves. What do these letters reveal about the writer, his/her culture, time period? About travel? And crisis? Maybe, we will even discover reasons to take up letter writing anew or re-imagine the letters we are already writing.Summer 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

America in the 1930s: The Great Depression and the New Deal Imagine a decade when America suffered its worst economic crisis ever, with mass unemployment, poverty, hunger, homelessness, and despair. Imagine a decade when politicians fumbled with solutions and argued bitterly over what to do. Imagine a decade when fewer people came to the United States than departed for other countries and when farmers abandoned their farms or burned their crops while poor people starved. Imagine a decade when the middle class lost their life’s savings, when the rich sent their money overseas for safe-keeping, and when millions of Americans were ready to give up on capitalism because the system had so plainly failed. All this was not the stuff of some dystopian nightmare; it really happened in America in the 1930s. This class will take us back to those wrenching years of fear, hope, reform, and reaction, when the American people and their leaders struggled through the Great Depression and built the New Deal. You’ll meet fascinating characters such as Herbert Hoover, Franklin Roosevelt, Eleanor Roosevelt, Huey Long, Frances Perkins, and many others who played key roles in this dramatic decade.Fall 2021 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 1: No Poverty, SDG 2: Zero Hunger, SDG 8: Decent Work & Economic Growth

Bitcoin, Cryptocurrency and The Birth Of The New Economy Hardly a day goes by without some press coverage about Bitcoin and other cryptocurrencies. Amidst all the noise it’s often impossible to figure out – How does it really work? Is it a threat or scam? Does it represent the beginning of a new financial system? Why do governments feel threatened by it? Attendees of this course will learn about its origins and the problems that it was designed to address. They will also gain a familiarity with the terminology so that these news stories might make some sense. The operation of cryptocurrency systems will be described in a non-threatening (i.e., minimal mathematics and “techie talk”) way. The course will not give financial advice re: investing in cryptocurrency.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Climate Change: Where Do We Go From Here? Climate change is happening now, and multiple lines of independent evidence confirm that human activities are the primary cause of the warming observed over the past 50 years. The burning of coal, oil, and gas, as well as the clearing of forests, have increased the concentration of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere by more than 40% since the Industrial Revolution, and continued “business-as-usual” consumption of fossil fuels will result in average warming of 5 to 10 degrees F. by the end of the 21st century. In this course, we'll explore the evidence that leads to these conclusions, beginning with the records of past climates, the connection between greenhouse gases and temperature, and the assumptions and uncertainties of various climate models. We'll also discuss the economic and societal impact of climate change worldwide, as well as possible steps to mitigate the worst effects. The goal of the course is to acquaint the student with the basic ideas, lines of evidence, and scientific consensus about our climate, its future, its impact, and what we can do about it.Fall 2021 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 7: Affordable & Clean Energy, SDG 12: Responsible Consumption & Production, SDG 13: Climate Action

Eleanor of Aquitaine Eleanor of Aquitaine was one of the most powerful and gifted women in Medieval history, or western civilization for that matter. She lived in 12th century France, and participated in many of the seminal political, military, and cultural trends of her times. Not only was Eleanor married to two of the most powerful monarchs of Europe, France, and England, she was also the mother of three subsequent English kings, including Richard the Lionheart and King John of Magna Carta fame. Eleanor took part in the Second Crusade to the Holy Land and she was a key figure in the birth of Romantic literature and Courtly love, which was important to the development of the Chivalric code. In this course we will explore her life, personality and interactions with other great figures of 12th century Europe – Henry II, Bernard Clairvaux, Peter Abelard, Philip Augustus, Thomas Beckett, and others. We will also examine her important legacy as one of the few formidable and pivotal female figures about which we have a relatively large amount of information and source material.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

England and The British Empire: From Stonehenge to the Present Part of a small island, England has left a large legacy in world history: the English language and its literature; the English legal system; and the British Empire and its successor states, including the United States. Our course begins with Stonehenge, followed by Roman Britain, the Anglo-Saxon period, the Norman Conquest and the Medieval England, and the rise of modern Britain and the Empire beginning with the Tudors. Britain emerges as the world’s leading commercial and naval power in the 18th century; “stands alone” against Napoleon at the start of the 19th; and later launches renewed imperial drives into India and South Africa. A major player in the defeat of German expansion in two world wars during the early and mid-twentieth century, Britain becomes part of the Western alliance contributing to the collapse of European Communism in the late 1980s and early 1990s. After having joined the European Union (then the European Communities or EC) in 1973, Britain voted to leave in 2016 (Brexit) and did so in 2020. With Brexit, Britain appears to grow ever smaller with ongoing debates about what it means to be British. London, however, remains a major cosmopolitan center and the English language is used and evolves in different parts of the world, progressively morphing into different dialects, much as did Latin after the end of the Roman Empire.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Exploring Aphrodite Aphrodite, ancient Greek goddess of love, beauty, and sex, is familiar to us in mythology, and art. But what did she mean to the ancient Greeks? How was she worshipped? Where did she come from? What happens to Aphrodite when she becomes Roman Venus? And finally, in what ways does Aphrodite maintain a robust presence in the popular culture of today? Readings for this course will be taken from a wide variety of ancient texts including excerpts from the Iliad, the Odyssey, and Hesiod’s Theogony (which tells the story of Aphrodite’s birth). We will also read the Homeric Hymn to Aphrodite, Euripides’ tragedy the Hippolytus, and a selection of fragments from the Greek lyric poets, including Sappho. In addition to our lectures and discussion, students will be encouraged to look for and report on Aphrodite “spottings” in electronic and print media, and in our everyday lives (places of business or products, e.g.) to share with the group each week.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Film Odyssey: Strawberry Blonde We celebrate this return to our Osher film classes with a very special motion picture. “Strawberry Blonde” (1941) is a rambunctious romantic comedy and bittersweet evocation of life in New York City in the 1890s. Perhaps the best of the many classic films directed by the legendary Raoul Walsh, “Strawberry Blonde” is jam packed with tour-de-force performances from James Cagney, Olivia de Havilland, Jack Carson, Rita Hayworth and a host of Warner Brothers stupendous character actors.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Gilbert and Sullivan: The Ageless Victorians Between 1871 and 1895, William S. Gilbert and Arthur Sullivan’s wrote 14 comic operas which have since been constantly performed all around the English-speaking world. The course will explore how the light satire of these Victorians still resonates with audiences today through Gilbert’s unique characters, elaborate plots, witty lyrics, and refined nonsense, and Sullivan’s indelible vocal and orchestral music. We will take a close look at Gilbert’s poetry and how Sullivan responded to it. We will also consider how G&S were inspired by opera of their day, and how they influenced later composers and librettists. Classes will feature video and audio illustrations which will leave students chuckling and humming!Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Psychology of Memory Memory lets us down in many ways – we forget and we misremember, for example, far more than we wish. This seems to only get worse with age. So, memory may seem to do its job badly, and to do it far worse with time. In this course we challenge that conception of memory. Our common-sense understanding of memory radically underestimates how reconstructive memory is. Reconstruction turns out to be key to memory’s functioning. We will investigate other surprises and complexities in human memory, and come to understand better what memory is for. As a result, we will appreciate memory more – more than we can recall, at least.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Rachmaninoff, Prokofiev, & Stravinsky Mr. Bailey continues his Russian composer series with three famous and popular composers of the early 20th century: Sergei Rachmaninov, Sergei Prokofiev, and Igor Stravinsky. Rachmaninoff continues to be one of the most popular composers; his beautiful piano music includes his famous 2nd and 3rd Piano Concertos and the Rhapsody on a Theme by Paganini, as well as three symphonies, the famous choral Vespers and the Symphonic Dances. Stravinsky charted a new path in early 20 century music with his early ballet scores The Firebird, Petrushka, and especially the infamous Rite of Spring, which remains one of the most influential pieces ever written. But he also wrote so much more music that many are unfamiliar with, including delightful works from his neoclassical period (Symphony of Psalms, The Rake’s Progress & Apollo). Prokofiev was one of many composers influenced by Stravinsky’s sound, but found a style that bridged Stravinsky’s modernism with Rachmaninov’s romanticism in his famous ballet scores (Romeo & Juliet, Cinderella), film scores (Alexander Nevsky, Lieutenant Kije), seven symphonies, concertos, and many operas.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Story Of Human Language Language holds a fascination for many people. It not only defines humans as a species, placing us above even the most proficient animal communicators, but it also beguiles us with its endless mysteries: How did different languages come to be? Why isn’t there just a single language? Was there ever one First Human Language? How does a language change, and when it does, is that change indicative of decay or growth? How do languages cross-pollinate each other? Why do languages become “obsessed” about certain concepts, such as time, gender, or spatial relations, developing astounding grammatical complexities, such as the ones found in Navajo, Swahili, or Dargwa, a language spoken in the Caucasus mountains? In this course, we will begin to see language in an entirely new way, as more than merely a collection of words, or a beautified “dialect.” We will learn how languages originate, divide, multiply, and work. We will realize that even tongues that sound primitive to the untrained ear enfold immense intricacies. We will discover the capacity for language, and the rules for its structure, are not cultural but universal—a set of rules shared by humans in every society and hardwired into our brains.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

The British Arts & Crafts Movement: Visions for a Modern World During the 19th century, the Arts & Crafts movement emerged as artists, architects and designers sought to create spaces, furniture and decorative objects that would be visually pleasing and spiritually uplifting. British designers like William Morris and Charles Rennie Mackintosh reacted against the industrial mass production of objects as they searched for “beauty” of form. This course will examine the Arts & Crafts movement from its beginnings in Britain to international examples in the early 20th century. Topics will include the roots of the movement, architecture, the modern guild and workshop, and book design, jewelry, and textile art. We will also discuss links to the contemporary Maker movement which has taken hold in the last few years.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

The Kingdom Of Israel: Did It Really Exist? Forty years ago, this question would have evinced smirks if not outright laughter. Most historians took the Biblical account as reasonably reliable history. Today, however, there is a growing number of serious scholars who have expressed doubt regarding the historicity (historical accuracy) of Israelite history as recounted in the Bible. Was there really a David, or Solomon? If so, were they as great as the Biblical text describes? On one hand, there is no direct evidence providing extra-Biblical information about the kings of Israel; and this absence justifies a serious inquiry. On the other, there is an ever-increasing body of indirect evidence, from Archaeology, Assyriology, Egyptology, and paleography that supports the reliability of the Biblical account of David, Solomon, and their successors in Israel and Judah. Our course will review the chronology of the Biblical kings of Israel and Judah, place the kings in their historical context within the over-all dynamics of ancient Near Eastern history, summarize the arguments for and against the historicity of the Biblical texts, and examine both sides in light of the evidence.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

The Music of J.S. Bach The music of J.S. Bach stands alone in its majestic beauty and flawless design. It will delight you with its combination of song, dance, and structure, and it will move you deeply. In this course you’ll listen to some of the greatest music ever written, including Bach’s Brandenburg Concertos, St. Matthew Passion, Goldberg Variations, Cantatas, and many more. You’ll not only understand Bach’s music but his place in history as we delve into his tremendous influence over composers like Mozart, Beethoven, and Mendelssohn. Bach was also a fascinating character, and we’ll explore his feisty personality, working habits, rejections, and 20 (!) children. We’ll also discuss the great conundrum of how to perform Bach today, and the heated arguments between advocates of historical performance practice and those of modern instruments. By the end of the course, you’ll have new favorite music to add to your library, and deep appreciation for our most treasured composer.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

Voting and the Constitution What does the right to vote mean for our democracy? In the United States, over 150 years after the ratification of the 15th Amendment (granting African-American men the right to vote) and over 100 years after the ratification of the 19th Amendment (granting women the right to vote), the fundamental right to vote remains our country’s touchstone for democracy as well as an elusive goal. Many factors affect access to the vote: voter ID laws; redistricting; ballot box locations; absentee ballot rules; registration outreach; and more. In this mini course, Professor Russell will use both historical and contemporary materials to examine: the constitutional origins of the right to vote in the U.S.; the development of voting rights through constitutional amendments, Congressional legislation, and grass roots advocacy; current efforts against voter suppression; and relevant U.S. Supreme Court cases affecting the right to vote.Fall 2021 OSHER No Sustainability

What Makes A Holiday Song A Classic? Remember Holidays With The Santa Clara Chorale There are so many classic holiday songs that stick with us, provoke nostalgia, and bring us back to the first time that we heard it. But what is it about these classic songs that make them so memorable? Join Scot Hanna-Weir, artistic director of the Santa Clara Chorale, as he breaks down the anatomy of what makes a classic song, a classic. Accounting Concepts for Understanding Current Events What accounting lingo do you need to know to understand what is in the news stories of the day? We will use the fundamental principles of accounting to explore current events—news and controversies. The aim is to increase your comprehension of accounting and financial economic basics and their application in business. Students will appreciate the implications of accounting policies and procedures as they apply to business transactions and how regulators, politicians, the press, and the courts view those transactions. Accounting is the language of business and you will learn what many who do business for a living don't know, but think they do. You will learn enough about the accounting vocabulary, e.g., the difference between income and profits, so that you don't confuse financial concepts. If you can't think clearly about the two sides of a balance sheet, you can't understand discussions about complex business transactions, such as those described in the press. A background in accounting or economics is not expected for this course.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Changing Party Politics in Europe Is this the End of the Party? Politics in Europe is changing from traditional parties to upstart parties to anti-party politics. How has the style and role of political parties changed in European democracies? What effect is this having on politics and democracy in Europe? We will look at how political parties traditionally represented voters and shaped government until the late 20th century, and what social and political challenges began to reshape the role of parties. As new parties emerge, they highlight new issues and identities in European societies, and pose new challenges to traditional party systems and the way democratic governments form in Europe. Yet even new parties are struggling to maintain voter support and to solve the public policy challenges facing European governments. European citizens increasingly turn to other means of voice and representation outside of parties, including protest movements. This course offers insight into what happens when political parties no longer dominate democracy in Europe, and how changing party systems affect the quality of democracy, the stability of governments, and the governability of European society.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Contemporary Topics in Economics Economics plays a central role in the functioning of every aspect of society. It plays this role primarily through the actions of governments at the federal, state, and local levels. Given the centrality of its role, this course will address a set of prominent policy issues where economics is at their core. We will explore these issues in detail, including their origins as policy matters, the underlying data and evidence, and what policy levers are available to deal with them. The focus will be on what the economics profession collectively understands to be true about the issue. The structure of the course will be an initial lecture on the U.S. economy delivered by Jon Haveman. Subsequent lectures will be taught by subject matter experts who are members of the National Economic Education Delegation (NEED) and have a Ph.D. in Economics. Potential topics include Climate Change Economics, Healthcare Economics, Economic Inequality and others. From Jim Crow to Civil Rights and Beyond We will look at the development and strengthening of formal racial segregation in both the old Confederacy and the North, and at the persistent efforts of African-Americans to end that system. Those efforts reached a kind of climax with the 1965 Voting Rights Act that followed the “Bloody Sunday” beating on a bridge named for a former Grand Wizard of the Alabama Ku Klux Klan. But that climax proved not to be decisive or long-lasting. We will examine the racial reactions and backlash that ensued. This course is a follow-up to the Winter 2021 course “From Fort Sumter to Jim Crow” but you do not need to have taken the earlier course as each class is self-contained.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

History and Culture of the Middle East We will start with an overview of the history that shaped the land called the Middle East today and created the Kingdoms of Egypt, Saudi Arabia, modern Iraq, Syria, Lebanon, and Israel. We will quickly focus on the 20th century and outline the history, politics, culture, and people of the region. We will also examine the role played by the discovery of oil in the region and what the future holds. We will learn about many of the countries that sprouted as a result of European intervention after World War I. There will be a lot of pictures from ancient ruins to modern must-see places that will enhance your understanding of this region.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

How People Learn Languages How do children, adolescents, and adults learn their first and additional languages? Is there a critical period for language learning? How does subconscious language acquisition and conscious learning interact in the language learning processes? Why do some people maintain their accents, whereas others sound like native speakers? In answering these questions, we will discuss how monolingual and plurilingual people are different, what makes some gifted people faster and better learners of languages than others, and what the keys to successful language learning are. The course will draw on theories and empirical studies of second language acquisition, foreign language learning, and language socialization and discuss how language and cultural learning are related. Course participants will learn what role alcohol may play in pronunciation, why the height of a teacher of English may matter with young learners, how polyglots learn languages, why students with access to a lot of extramural English are bored in school, and what Duolingo and other apps can help you do.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Indigenous People of the Southwest We will focus on the history and culture of the Hopi and Navajo of the American Southwest, with a focus on gender relations. The Hopi are farmers and the Navajo raise livestock. These commitments were central to their cultural identities in the past, as well as today. We will learn about the lives of the Hopi and Navajo before and during contact with Spain in the 16th century and beyond, followed by the period of American influence and control beginning in the mid-19th century. Both the Hopi and Navajo are peoples with a gender system that assigns ownership of land and food and major decision-making in families and local communities to women. We will consider how Hopi and Navajo gender relations have shaped women’s and men’s responsibilities in economics, politics, kinship relations, religion, and social education rituals associated with child rearing, puberty and marriage. Finally, we address the issue of matriarchy: do Hopi and Navajo women occupy dominant positions in their societies or is the term “matriarchy” misapplied in these cases?Winter 2022 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 10: Reduced Inequalities

Italian Immigration to America Immigration to the United States, if you make a graph of it, becomes an undulating landscape with twin peaks: the great wave of Eastern European Jews and Italians at the turn of the 20th Century and the Hispanic-Asian immigration of today. The first wave shaped what America is now and the second is shaping the future. Through this course, we will follow these immigrants from La Miseria through the Golden Door to East Harlem. Let us look at the moments when Italians arrived to build today’s America. We will begin, of course, with the first time Italians found America, proceed through the colonial period (when Italians composed the phrase “All men are created equal”, built Monticello, and started the Marine Band), on to the founding of the California wine and fisheries industries, lingering longest on Ellis Island and the mean streets of New York, and finish with the high-tech, high-science brain drain of today.Winter 2022 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 14: Life Under Water

Leonardo and the Science of Painting Leonardo da Vinci’s training in the workshops of 15th Century Florence led to a fundamental commitment to link his painting to visual perception and to make the painting a “window on the world.” But with his brilliant curiosity and boundless patience, he began to understand the painter’s practice, including the essential stage of drawing, not as a craft, or even as an art in our terms, but as a scienzia, a science. That is to say, he conceived of painting and drawing as a means to knowledge of the natural world and an exploration of natural processes. He developed ground-breaking techniques to make painting and drawing capable of preserving that knowledge and communicating what he had observed to others. It has been suggested that in his thousands of pages of notebooks, he invented scientific drawing. Even his portraits, particularly the Mona Lisa, link the sitter to natural processes. This five-week course will provide an introduction to Leonardo’s work and explore the ways that he changed the course of European painting. Subtopics will include Young Leonardo in the Workshops of Florence, Leonardo in Milan: The Work of the Courtier, Leonardo’s Notebooks, The Science of Painting The Mona Lisa and Leonardo’s Portraiture.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Motown Records: The Greatest Soul Music Record Label More than any other record company, Motown represented a sound and a style, helping to define soul music with hundreds of hits in the 1960s and 1970s. Using both common and rare recordings and video clips, this course lays out the label’s history from its beginnings in Detroit in the late 1950s to its growth to the most successful independent record label of all time. Many legends of soul music will be seen, heard, and discussed along the way, including the Supremes, Smokey Robinson, the Temptations, Mary Wells, Martha & the Vandellas, Marvin Gaye, Stevie Wonder, and the Jackson Five.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Native American Literature A brief introduction to and overview of Native American literature, the course includes some background on indigenous storytelling traditions, beginning with pre-colonial forms of narration and including some of the earliest indigenous writers to appear in print. We then shift to contemporary indigenous writers, taking care to represent the incredible diversity of styles and genres engaged by Native American writers across tribes and regions. Students who have read Tommy Orange’s There There will have an opportunity to discuss this novel, set in Oakland.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

The Elegant Universe of Motion, Electricity & Magnetism Classical mechanics is the Cosmic Tango, the motion and forces (the dance) of everyday objects. We will look at the fascinating history and current state of classical mechanics and electricity and magnetism (E&M). E&M studies the motion of charged particles and how they are related as a fundamental force of nature. In this class, you will meet the men and women who developed theories and applications of the science of motion and E&M. We will discuss how Newton’s Laws of Motion apply to our everyday lives, help send us to the Moon and allow us to understand the Universe. We will dip our toes into the charged world of E&M and how it affects everything in our Universe, including you, me and the underpinnings of virtually all technologies. Examples and demonstrations will further cement our understanding.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

The Schuyler Family: Dutch Dynasty on the Hudson We know a bit about Eliza, Angelica and Peggy from Hamilton, but what happened to them? And what about the rest of their family? Their parents were both members of prominent Dutch American families. Their father was a General in the American Revolution. The eldest sister married an Englishman. The second lived long after her husband’s death and was a founder of an orphanage. The third married the tenth richest man in American history. They were all bright and well-educated. Their mother, a Van Rensselaer, managed a large household and had fifteen children. In this short course, we’ll look at the world of Dutch patroons on the Hudson (or North) River and the impact they had on American history.Winter 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

You and Your Genes: Genetic Testing and Ethics Have you ever wondered exactly how those CSI folks catch the criminals? Or how Direct-to-Consumer (DTC) genetic testing companies like 23andMe test for genetic diseases? Do you worry about your genetic privacy when you participate in that testing? Should you? Did you know that couples who have a child in need of a bone marrow transplant can have another child who will be guaranteed to be a perfect match to the ill sibling? Are they using the second child as a means to an end? Have you heard about the new genome editing technique that could be the next big breakthrough in gene therapy? Did you hear about the scientist who used this technique on human embryos without approval? Also, in this new COVID-19 era, have you wondered how medical professionals are testing people for this new infectious disease? Or how all the available vaccines differ from each other? Are the vaccines safe? Should schools require (or be allowed to require) vaccination for SARS-CoV-2 before allowing students and teachers on campus? This course will explore how DNA works, basic genetic principles, and how scientists and health professionals use genetic technology. We will look at the structure of DNA, learn how DNA encodes proteins and how defects in those proteins can cause disease. We will also look at how DNA can be used as “fingerprints” for forensic analysis, and we will talk about different types of forensic DNA databases. Then, we will discuss how embryos can be tested for genetic disease or to create a savior sibling. Finally, we will learn about a recent and exciting breakthrough in gene therapy that brings hope for many people suffering from serious genetic diseases. While learning about all these exciting technologies, we will also explore the ethical issues that arise from each of them.Winter 2022 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 3: Good Health & Wellbeing

Contemporary Trade Issues Have you wondered what causes all these reported supply chain bottlenecks and how they really impact us? Or maybe it’s not clear to you what’s the real effectiveness of all these tariffs that so many countries seem to be imposing on each other. Most of us have many questions about trade issues, since the global economy has recently been so dynamic, suffering a series of problems stemming the Coronavirus pandemic and changing U.S. trade policy.Spring 2022 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 12: Responsible Consumption & Production

Five Cities: An Introduction to Ancient Greece Ancient Greece will be presented as a journey to five different key cities in the ancient Greek world. It is intended to be as wide-ranging as possible. Students will be introduced to ancient Greece through a number of different lenses: geography, history, art and architecture, cultural institutions, and daily life. Our itinerary begins with Mycenae, where we examine the ruins of the late Bronze Age and investigate the culture that inspired the Homeric epic poems. Our next stop is Delphi, home of Apollo’s oracle, and the perfect place to explore Greek religion. Our third stop is Sparta, with an opportunity to discover the ways in which the Spartans were so memorably different from their fellow Greeks. Our fourth stop takes us to the jewel of the ancient Greek world: 5th century Athens. We end our journey in Egyptian Alexandria, which preserved the legacy of classical Greece while creating its own identity as the new cosmopolitan center of the Greek world in the wake of Alexander the Great. By the end of our five-week tour, you will have a greater appreciation for how much Western civilization owes the ancient Greeks, and for how different we have become.Spring 2022 OSHER Contains Sustainability SDG 10: Reduced Inequalities

Infectious Disease, the Immune System, and Vaccines Our biology hasn’t changed since you last studied it in school, but our understanding of its various facets has, particularly in the area of infectious disease, the immune system and vaccines. We will explore the human immune system and infectious diseases in a course designed for students with diverse backgrounds, including those with no previous experience in the biological sciences. We will begin with an introduction to the field of biology, including a discussion of important biological molecules, cell physiology of both bacterial and eukaryotic cells, and viral structure. The first lecture will also review the process of viral replication in animal cells. The second class meeting will be a survey of viral and bacterial disease agents, including polio, smallpox, shingles, Lyme disease, whooping cough, and emerging pathogens such as SARS-CoV-2, the causal agent of COVID-19. This lecture will include a description of the microbial agent that causes each of these diseases, the mode of transmission, the progress of infection, diagnosis, and modern medical prevention strategies and treatments for these diseases. The course will continue by examining how the human immune system responds to these infections, beginning with a discussion of the first and second line of defense by our innate systems, including mucous membranes, inflammation, and white blood cell responses. The human immune system lecture will also address how the innate host defenses trigger the specific immune system driving the production of antibodies by B-cells and the development of memory T-cells. The course will then turn to approaches used to mitigate disease transmission involving disinfectants with a description of their mode of action and then segue to medical interventions used to combat infectious agents including vaccines, antibody immune-therapy, antibiotics, and antiviral medication, with emphasis on the description of each and their benefits and drawbacks. The conclusion of this lecture series will explore challenges to these medical interventions, including the growing threat of antibiotic resistance and scientific concerns with some vaccine design and distribution strategies.Spring 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Muslim Culture in Spain: its Origin, Rise And Decline Covering the portion of what is now southern Spain and Portugal that was once under Muslim rule (711–1492 CE), this course will examine the history and culture of Al-Andalus. With a focus on politics as well as art, music, and literature, we will consider the origins of Al-Andalus in the early 8th century, its spectacular flourishing in the early 11th century, and its eventual collapse at the end of the 15th century. Our focus will be on lyric poetry (zajals and muwashahat), classical music, and philosophy (ibn Rushd, ibn Tufayl), as well as Islamic jurisprudence and politics. Students will learn of a nearly eight-century stretch of European history during which Muslim kingdoms were at the cutting edge of science, philosophy, art, music, and literature while exercising striking tolerance with respect to their non-Muslim subjects.Spring 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

Race, Equity, and Social Justice in the Courts In 2020, the death of George Floyd brought to the forefront difficult discussions about race, equality, justice, and equity for all. Courts and Justices spoke out about the importance of making changes in our justice system to recognize and eliminate bias and promote a system that truly provides fairness for all. In the last two years, there have been extensive changes in laws and procedures in an attempt to address these issues. Session one of this course will highlight changes in the law, including new approaches to bail and sentencing. Session two of this course will discuss work outside the courtroom to connect with communities, promote diversity, and move forward. Russia from the 1917 Revolutions to the Present Does Russia represent a return to Cold War days when the world sometimes seemed on the brink of nuclear destruction? To gain a long-term perspective on Russian history, we will begin with a look at the vast geographical expanse that is Russia, then briefly survey the development of Russia through Peter the Great, the victory over Napoleon, and the emancipation of the serfs in 1861 (at almost the same time as the end of slavery in the United States). We will then focus on the culture and society of late Tsarist Russia, the world of Tolstoy and Dostoyevsky, before turning to the First World War, the revolutions of 1917, and the rise of Lenin, Stalin, and the gulags of the 1930s. Next is the Second World War victory that led to the emergence of the Soviet Union as one of the world’s two nuclear superpowers followed by the Cold War that defined much of world history during the second half of the 20th century. We will turn next to the reforms of Mikhail S. Gorbachev, the dissolution of the Soviet Union, and the emergence of Vladimir Putin with renewed challenges to the West in Ukraine and the Middle East. Is the regime of Vladimir Putin a 21st century reincarnation of Tsarist Russia, as some claim? Shostakovich and the Great Russian Composers You May Not Know Mr. Bailey’s final course on Russian Music features the incredible life and famous music of Dmitri Shostakovich, and also covers the range of significant but lesser-known Russian composers who were contemporaries of the major figures already discussed in this series. Some may be more familiar, from Glazunov’s traditionally Russian-sounding style to Scriabin’s visionary and mystical works; others may only be known for one piece, like Khachaturian (Sabre Dance), Glière (Russian Sailor’s Dance), Ippolitov-Ivanov (Procession of the Sardar), and Kabalevsky (piano works). But there is more to explore with these and more composers, continuing into the 20th century with Gubaidulina, Schniitke, Shchedrin, and more –plus a special segment on Russian choral music.Spring 2022 OSHER No Sustainability

West Coast Photography: Then and Now Join us for an exciting overview of the rich photographic history of the West Coast, centered around the Monterey Peninsula. Closely examining the formative years of influential young photographers such as Edward Weston, Ansel Adams, and Imogen Cunningham in the 1920s, we’ll explore the forces that inspired them in 1932 to form one of the most powerful fine art photography movements of the 20th century: Group f/64.
