Fiscal year 2022 marked a significant milestone in Indiana University’s long history of sustainability
progress. Notably, President Pamela Whitten established a Climate Action Planning Committee in April

2022 and charged the committee to develop a plan for IU to build on its progress of reducing the impact
of greenhouse gas emissions. This committee developed comprehensive recommendations to identify
short- and long-term opportunities to reduce the impact of greenhouse gas emissions across all U
campuses. The plan has since been approved, including a goal of scope 1 and 2 carbon neutrality by

2040. We look forward to sharing the results of that plan in future Indiana University STARS reports.
