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How Does It Work?

Step 1: Ordering to-go? Ask for your food in a free
Reusable To-Go (R2G) container. Using your Hokie
Passport, a R2G container will be checked out of your
account, and you will receive an email confirming your
transaction. You can check out up to three at one time.

Step 2: Take your food to go! Once you finish your food,
please empty and rinse out your container.

Step 3: Bring your container to an OZZI machine in West
End Market, Turner Place, Hokie Grill, or

Owens Food Court and follow the
instructions to return your
container. If your container was
returned successfully you will
receive a confirmation email.
