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The American Revolutionary War saw two nations 
turning from allies to enemies. As the british Crown 
kept exploiting its american colonies under the dis-
guise of friendship, the cries for separation and inde-
pendence grew larger in America. 
Since the start of the war in 1775 many events took 
place that were both advantageous as well as disad-
vantageous to the american. 
As an answer to King George III’s strategical move-
ments, the Continental Army  prepared various tactics 
to try and overcome the difference in numbers and 
come out victorious from the battles to follow. 

See some of the most vital battles and conflicts of 1777 
through the eyes of the patriots. Follow General Hora-
tio Gates, George Washington and Benedict Arnold as they 
fight for their rights and the favor of France and Ger-
many to join their cause, while being confronted with 
the struggles of war and political battles.
